Beginning Photography

Beginning photography is a yearlong course offered by Rim High School.  Beginning Photography has been designed for the brand new photographer and requires a lot of work and dedication.  This course is UC acceptable and fulfills the G requirement for graduation.

Expectations:

1.  This class is a fine art class and therefore it is expected that students will spend the appropriate time, both inside and outside of class, to complete projects. Students will need to spend time during class to take pictures, process film and master the darkroom.

It is recommended that students spend time on the weekends shooting, as well as during the week.  The classroom is open during nutrition, besides regular class time for those students needing extra time or help.  Students are welcome to come in during any period, with a note, to make up any missing work.
2.  Students are given ample time to complete projects and therefor are expected to turn projects in on time.  ANY late work will be marked down one letter grade.  

3.  This class has a donation amount of $20.00 per semester for materials.  Students are given limited amount of film and paper per quarter and cannot be wasteful.  Students are able to purchase more paper at $1.00 per 2 sheets, if they wish.  The film and paper that is given to students is for school projects only.  Any questionable subject matter for projects is not permissible at Rim or in the photo lab and may result in materials being taken away.
4.  Photo equipment is very expensive and needs to be treated with care.  Each student will be held financially liable for the equipment checked out to him/her and need to return it, next day, in the same condition.
Course Objectives:

1. To provide the students with the opportunity to explore the potential of photography as an artistic expression.

2.  To allow the student to learn the artistic qualities of noted photographers and how those individuals influence/d the world of photography.

3. To provide an opportunity for students to make artistic judgments regarding various photographs and relate those judgments to student efforts in format, design, and presentation, aiming toward professional quality.

4. To allow students to learn the use of photo techniques and tools to build on their knowledge of photography for future endeavors.

Evaluation

Art is part of the total education system.  The art courses offered at Rim High have been designed to help the student develop an appreciation and understanding of a wide variety of art media and respect for artistic expression and craftsmanship.

1. Students will submit their photographs to be critiqued based on the following: 

~assignment requirements 

~subject 

~composition 

 ~creativity 

~neatness 

 ~quality of print.  

The individual and varying skill level of each student is taken into consideration.

2. Students will be expected to be involved in class.  Students can be assigned research papers, tests, class discussions, worksheets, and journaling, among other items.
