Topic  Choose one of the following writing prompts:

“Chaucer’s pilgrims…are memorable, vividly drawn individuals whose character traits are universal…They seem real, alive, and almost modern in their foibles and concerns.”

Identify four pilgrims or characters from The Canterbury Tales who exhibit “universal” character traits and show how they are similar to well-known personalities of modern times.

Chaucer uses the characters and the tales they tell to fidicule various aspects of hiw own society.   Identify four institutions or practicies which are the objects of Chaucer’s satire and explain what techniques he used to develop the satire.

· Introduction with thesis statement at the end; four body paragraphs with topic sentences, several detailed examples and summary sentences; and a concluding paragraph.

· At least one quotation from the poem in each body paragraph

· Correct MLA format for parenthetical references and Works Cited entry

· Formal language and correct usage of English, including spelling, grammar, punctuation, and sentence structure
