** 2 Composition Books (not spiral bound)

** Highlighter and red pen for highlighting or correcting work
** Headphones or Earbuds to keep at school
** Small Personal Pencil Sharpener (non-mechanical-that holds the shavings)

* 1 Box of Kleenex (more if your child tends to have allergies, etc.)
* 1 Roll of Select-a-Size Paper Towels

* Box of Band-Aids
* 1 Pack of 3 Inch Post-Its (Avoid the “super sticky” ones, please.)

* Hand sanitizer in pump container

* One Pack of Ticonderoga #2 Pencils (pre-sharpened if possible)

* 5 Glue Sticks 
* 2 Black Sharpie Markers
