STANDARD INSTRUCTIONS AND CONDITIONS FOR
REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS (RFP'S) AND REQUESTS FOR QUOTATIONS (RFQ'S)

Note: the reference to “bids” in the following paragraphs applies to RFP's and RFQ's

GENERAL CONDITIONS

By submitting a bid the bidder agrees to the following conditions.  These conditions will apply to all subsequent purchases based on this bid.

1. BID PREPARATION:  

A) All prices and notations must be typed or written in ink.  No erasures permitted.  Errors may be crossed out, initialed and corrections printed in ink by person signing bid.

B) Brand Names: Brand names and numbers when given are for reference. Equal items will be considered, provided the offer clearly describes the article and how it differs from that specified.  In the absence of such information it shall be understood the offering is exactly as specified.

C) State brand or make of each item.  If bidding on other than specified, state make, model and brand being bid and attach supporting literature/specifications to the bid.

D) Bid on each item separately.  Prices should be stated in units specified herein.  All applicable charges must be quoted; charges on invoice not quoted herein will be disallowed.

E) Time of delivery is a part of the consideration and must be stated in definite terms and must be adhered to.  F.O.B. Point shall be destination or freight charges must be stated.

F) All bids must be dated and signed with the firm’s name and by an authorized officer or employee.

G) Unless otherwise noted, prices shall be firm for one hundred eighty (180) days after closing date of bid.

2. SUBMITTING BIDS:

A) Each bid must be submitted on forms provided in a sealed envelope/package with bid number and closing date and time on the outside of the envelope/package.

B) Interpretation: Should any discrepancies or omissions be found in the bid specifications or doubt as to their meaning, the bidder shall notify the Buyer in writing at once.  The County shall not be held responsible for verbal interpretations.  Questions regarding the bid must be received by Purchasing at least five (5) working days before bid opening.  All addenda issued shall be in writing, duly issued by Purchasing and incorporated into the contract.

C) ISSUING AGENT/AUTHORIZED CONTACT: This RFP/RFQ has been issued by County of Fresno, Purchasing. Purchasing shall be the vendor’s sole point of contact with regard to the RFP/RFQ, its content, and all issues concerning it.

All communication regarding this RFP/RFQ shall be directed to an authorized representative of County Purchasing. The specific buyer managing this RFP/RFQ is identified on the cover page, along with his or her telephone number, and he or she should be the primary point of contact for discussions or information pertaining to the RFP/RFQ. Contact with any other County representative, including elected officials, for the purpose of discussing this RFP/RFQ, its content, or any other issue concerning it, is prohibited unless authorized by Purchasing. Violation of this clause, by the vendor having unauthorized contact (verbally or in writing) with such other County representatives, may constitute grounds for rejection by Purchasing of the vendor’s quotation.

The above stated restriction on vendor contact with County representatives shall apply until the County has awarded a purchase order or contract to a vendor or vendors, except as follows. First, in the event that a vendor initiates a formal protest against the RFP/RFQ, such vendor may contact the appropriate individual, or individuals who are managing that protest as outlined in the County’s established protest procedures. All such contact must be in accordance with the sequence set forth under the protest procedures. Second, in the event a public hearing is scheduled before the Board of Supervisors to hear testimony prior to its approval of a purchase order or contract, any vendor may address the Board.

D) Bids received after the closing time will NOT be considered.

E) Bidders are to bid what is specified or requested first. If unable to or unwilling to, bidder may bid alternative or option, indicating all advantages, disadvantages and their associated cost.

F) Public Contract Code Section 7028.15
Where the State of California requires a Contractor’s license, it is a misdemeanor for any person to submit a bid unless specifically exempted.
3. FAILURE TO BID:

A) If not bidding, return bid sheet and state reason for no bid or your name may be removed from mailing list.

4. TAXES, CHARGES AND EXTRAS: 

A) County of Fresno is subject to California sales and/or use tax (7.975%). Please indicate as a separate line item if applicable.

B) DO NOT include Federal Excise Tax.  County is exempt under Registration No. 94-73-03401-K.

C) County is exempt from Federal Transportation Tax.  Exemption certificate is not required where shipping papers show consignee as County of Fresno.

D) Charges for transportation, containers, packing, etc. will not be paid unless specified in bid.

5. W-9 – REQUEST FOR TAXPAYER IDENTIFICATION NUMBER AND CERTIFICATION & CALIFORNIA FORM 590 WITHHOLDING EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE:

Upon award of bid, the vendor shall submit to County Purchasing, a completed IRS Form W-9 - Request for Taxpayer Identification Number and Certification and a California Form 590 Withholding Exemption Certificate if not currently a County of Fresno approved vendor.
6. AWARDS:

A) Award(s) will be made to the most responsive responsible bidder; however, the Fresno County Local Vendor Preference and/or the Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Preference shall take precedence when applicable.  Said Preferences apply only to Request for Quotations for materials, equipment and/or supplies only (no services); the preference do not apply to Request for Proposals. RFQ evaluations will include such things as life-cycle cost, availability, delivery costs and whose product and/or service is deemed to be in the best interest of the County.  The County shall be the sole judge in making such determination. 

B) Unless bidder gives notice of all-or-none award in bid, County may accept any item, group of items or on the basis of total bid.

C) The County reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive informalities or irregularities in bids.

D) Award Notices are tentative: Acceptance of an offer made in response to this RFP/RFQ shall occur only upon execution of an agreement by both parties or issuance of a valid written Purchase Order by Fresno County Purchasing.

E) After award, all bids shall be open to public inspection. The County assumes no responsibility for the confidentiality of information offered in a bid.

7. TIE BIDS:

All other factors being equal, the contract shall be awarded to the Fresno County vendor or, if neither or both are Fresno County vendors, it may be awarded by the flip of a coin in the presence of witnesses or the entire bid may be rejected and re-bid. If the General Requirements of the RFQ state that they are applicable, the provisions of the Fresno County Local Vendor Preference shall take priority over this paragraph.

8. PATENT INDEMNITY:

The vendor shall hold the County, its officers, agents and employees, harmless from liability of any nature or kind, including costs and expenses, for infringement or use of any copyrighted or uncopyrighted composition, secret process, patented or unpatented invention, article or appliance furnished or used in connection with this bid.

9. SAMPLES:

Samples, when required, must be furnished and delivered free and, if not destroyed by tests, will upon written request (within thirty (30) days of bid closing date) be returned at the bidder's expense. In the absence of such notification, County shall have the right to dispose of the samples in whatever manner it deems appropriate.

10. RIGHTS AND REMEDIES OF COUNTY FOR DEFAULT:

A) In case of default by vendor, the County may procure the articles or service from another source and may recover the cost difference and related expenses occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the vendor or by proceeding against performance bond of the vendor, if any, or by suit against the vendor. The prices paid by the County shall be considered the prevailing market price at the time such purchase is made.

B) Articles or services, which upon delivery inspection do not meet specifications, will be rejected and the vendor will be considered in default. Vendor shall reimburse County for expenses related to delivery of non-specified goods or services.

C) Regardless of F.O.B. point, vendor agrees to bear all risks of loss, injury or destruction to goods and materials ordered herein which occur prior to delivery and such loss, injury or destruction shall not release vendor from any obligation hereunder.

11. DISCOUNTS:

Terms of less than fifteen (15) days for cash payment will be considered as net in evaluating this bid. A discount for payment within fifteen (15) days or more will be considered in determining the award of bid. Discount period will commence either the later of delivery or receipt of invoice by the County. Standard terms are Net forty-five (45) days.

12. SPECIAL CONDITIONS IN BID SCHEDULE SUPERSEDE GENERAL CONDITIONS:

The “General Conditions” provisions of this RFP/RFQ shall be superseded if in conflict with any other section of this bid, to the extent of any such conflict.

13. SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:

With the invoice or within twenty-five (25) days of delivery, the seller must provide to the County a Material Safety Data Sheet for each product, which contains any substance on “The List of 800 Hazardous Substances”, published by the State Director of Industrial Relations. (See Hazardous Substances Information and Training Act. California State Labor Code Sections 6360 through 6399.7.)

14. RECYCLED PRODUCTS/MATERIALS:

Vendors are encouraged to provide and quote (with documentation) recycled or recyclable products/materials which meet stated specifications.

15. YEAR COMPLIANCE WARRANTY:

Vendor warrants that any product furnished pursuant to this Agreement/order shall support a four-digit year format and be able to accurately process date and time data from, into and between the twentieth and twenty-first centuries, as well as leap year calculations. "Product" shall include, without limitation, any piece or component of equipment, hardware, firmware, middleware, custom or commercial software, or internal components or subroutines therein. This warranty shall survive termination or expiration of this Agreement. 

In the event of any decrease in product functionality or accuracy related to time and/or date data related codes and/or internal subroutines that impede the product from operating correctly using dates beyond December 31, 1999, vendor shall restore or repair the product to the same level of functionality as warranted herein, so as to minimize interruption to County's ongoing business process, time being of the essence. In the event that such warranty compliance requires the acquisition of additional programs, the expense for any such associated or additional acquisitions, which may be required, including, without limitation, data conversion tools, shall be borne exclusively by vendor. Nothing in this warranty shall be construed to limit any rights or remedies the County may otherwise have under this Agreement with respect to defects other than year performance.

16. PARTICIPATION:

Bidder may agree to extend the terms of the resulting contract to other political subdivision, municipalities and tax-supported agencies.

Such participating Governmental bodies shall make purchases in their own name, make payment directly to bidder, and be liable directly to the bidder, holding the County of Fresno harmless.

17. CONFIDENTIALITY:

All services performed by vendor shall be in strict conformance with all applicable Federal, State of California and/or local laws and regulations relating to confidentiality, including but not limited to, California Civil Code, California Welfare and Institutions Code, Health and Safety Code, California Code of Regulations, Code of Federal Regulations.

Vendor shall submit to County’s monitoring of said compliance.

Vendor may be a business associate of County, as that term is defined in the “Privacy Rule” enacted by the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA). As a HIPAA Business Associate, vendor may use or disclose protected health information (“PHI”) to perform functions, activities or services for or on behalf of County as specified by the County, provided that such use or disclosure shall not violate HIPAA and its implementing regulations. The uses and disclosures if PHI may not be more expansive than those applicable to County, as the “Covered Entity” under HIPAA’s Privacy Rule, except as authorized for management, administrative or legal responsibilities of the Business Associate.

Vendor shall not use or further disclose PHI other than as permitted or required by the County, or as required by law without written notice to the County.

Vendor shall ensure that any agent, including any subcontractor, to which vendor provides PHI received from, or created or received by the vendor on behalf of County, shall comply with the same restrictions and conditions with respect to such information.

18. APPEALS:
Appeals must be submitted in writing within seven (7) working days after notification of proposed recommendations for award. A “Notice of Award” is not an indication of County’s acceptance of an offer made in response to this RFP/RFQ. Appeals should be submitted to County of Fresno Purchasing, 4525 E. Hamilton Avenue, Fresno, California 93702-4599. Appeals should address only areas regarding RFP contradictions, procurement errors, quotation rating discrepancies, legality of procurement context, conflict of interest, and inappropriate or unfair competitive procurement grievance regarding the RFP/RFQ process.

Purchasing will provide a written response to the complainant within seven (7) working days unless the complainant is notified more time is required.

If the protesting bidder is not satisfied with the decision of Purchasing, he/she shall have the right to appeal to the Purchasing Agent/CAO within seven (7) working days after Purchasing’s notification; except if, notified to appeal directly to the Board of Supervisors at the scheduled date and time.

If the protesting bidder is not satisfied with Purchasing Agent/CAO’s decision, the final appeal is with the Board of Supervisors.
19. OBLIGATIONS OF CONTRACTOR:

A) CONTRACTOR shall perform as required by the ensuing contract. CONTRACTOR also warrants on behalf of itself and all subcontractors engaged for the performance of the ensuing contract that only persons authorized to work in the United States pursuant to the Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986 and other applicable laws shall be employed in the performance of the work hereunder.

B) CONTRACTOR shall obey all Federal, State, local and special district laws, ordinances and regulations.

20. AUDITS & RETENTION:

The Contractor shall maintain in good and legible condition all books, documents, papers, data files and other records related to its performance under this contract. Such records shall be complete and available to Fresno County, the State of California, the federal government or their duly authorized representatives for the purpose of audit, examination, or copying during the term of the contract and for a period of at least three (3) years following the County's final payment under the contract or until conclusion of any pending matter (e.g., litigation or audit), whichever is later. Such records must be retained in the manner described above until all pending matters are closed.
21. DISCLOSURE – CRIMINAL HISTORY & CIVIL ACTIONS:

Applies to Request for Proposal (RFP); does not apply to Request for Quotation (RFQ) unless specifically stated elsewhere in the RFQ document.

In their proposal, the bidder is required to disclose if any of the following conditions apply to them, their owners, officers, corporate managers and partners (hereinafter collectively referred to as “Bidder”):

· Within the three-year period preceding the proposal, they have been convicted of, or had a civil judgment rendered against them for:

· fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (federal, state, or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction;

· violation of a federal or state antitrust statute;

· embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification, or destruction of records; or

· false statements or receipt of stolen property

Within a three-year period preceding their proposal, they have had a public transaction (federal, state, or local) terminated for cause or default.
22. DATA SECURITY: 

Individuals and/or agencies that enter into a contractual relationship with the COUNTY for the purpose of providing services must employ adequate controls and data security measures, both internally and externally to ensure and protect the confidential information and/or data provided to contractor by the COUNTY, preventing the potential loss, misappropriation or inadvertent access, viewing, use or disclosure of COUNTY data including sensitive or personal client information; abuse of COUNTY resources; and/or disruption to COUNTY operations.

Individuals and/or agencies may not connect to or use COUNTY networks/systems via personally owned mobile, wireless or handheld devices unless authorized by COUNTY for telecommuting purposes and provide a secure connection; up to date virus protection and mobile devices must have the remote wipe feature enabled.  Computers or computer peripherals including mobile storage devices may not be used (COUNTY or Contractor device) or brought in for use into the COUNTY’s system(s) without prior authorization from COUNTY’s Chief Information Officer and/or designee(s).

No storage of COUNTY’s private, confidential or sensitive data on any hard-disk drive, portable storage device or remote storage installation unless encrypted according to advance encryption standards (AES of 128 bit or higher).

The COUNTY will immediately be notified of any violations, breaches or potential breaches of security related to COUNTY’s confidential information, data and/or data processing equipment which stores or processes COUNTY data, internally or externally.

COUNTY shall provide oversight to Contractor’s response to all incidents arising from a possible breach of security related to COUNTY’s confidential client information.  Contractor will be responsible to issue any notification to affected individuals as required by law or as deemed necessary by COUNTY in its sole discretion.  Contractor will be responsible for all costs incurred as a result of providing the required notification.

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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno is soliciting Proposals from qualified vendors to provide photocopy machines for replacement of existing units and to fulfill new requirements as they develop.

This Request for Proposal (RFP) will cover eight production groups. Pricing will be requested for (1) outright purchase of equipment (2) a full maintenance agreement for purchased equipment and (3) rental of equipment based on cost per copy (CPC) which will include maintenance.

The County currently owns and rents photocopiers; an inventory is included with this RFP. The number of copier acquisitions by the County (Purchases and CPC) over the contract period (5 years) is not known. The vendor is expected to review the current inventory and to use his/her industry experience to project County’s future replacement needs. The vendor will need to consider replacing equipment that will (1) reach the end of its useful life during the contract period; (2) replacements resulting from favorable pricing for new equipment verses the maintenance costs of existing equipment; and (3) future requirements created by the County’s growth.
The County’s current inventory includes the following:

· Xerox Equipment – owned 12 (approximately)

· Xerox Equipment – rented 2 (approximately)

· Kyocera Mita Equipment – owned 280 (approximately)
· Kyocera Mita Equipment – rented 165 (approximately)

The models and ages of the equipment varies, an inventory is attached.

The bidders are advised that the County of Fresno is a member of the Central Valley Purchasing Group.  This group consists of Fresno, Kern, Kings, and Tulare Counties and all governmental, tax supported agencies within these counties.

TRADE SECRET ACKNOWLEDGEMENT

All proposals received by the County shall be considered "Public Record" as defined by Section 6252 of the California Government Code.  This definition reads as follows:

"...Public records" includes any writing containing information relating to the conduct of the public's business prepared, owned, used or retained by any state or local agency regardless of physical form or characteristics "Public records" in the custody of, or maintained by, the Governor's office means any writing prepared on or after January 6, 1975."

Each proposal submitted is Public record and is therefore subject to inspection by the public per Section 6253 of the California Government Code.  This section states that "every person has a right to inspect any public record".

The County will not exclude any proposal or portion of a proposal from treatment as a public record except in the instance that it is submitted as a trade secret as defined by the California Government Code.  Information submitted as proprietary, confidential or under any other such terms that might suggest restricted public access will not be excluded from treatment as public record.

"Trade secrets" as defined by Section 6254.7 of the California Government Code are deemed not to be public record.  This section defines trade secrets as:

"...Trade secrets," as used in this section, may include, but are not limited to, any formula, plan, pattern, process, tool, mechanism, compound, procedure, production data or compilation of information that is not patented, which is known only to certain individuals within a commercial concern who are using it to fabricate, produce, or compound an article of trade or a service having commercial value and which gives its user an opportunity to obtain a business advantage over competitors who do not know or use it."

Information identified by bidder as "trade secret" will be reviewed by County of Fresno's legal counsel to determine conformance or non-conformance to this definition.  Such material should be submitted in a separate binder marked "Trade Secret".  Examples of material not considered to be trade secrets are pricing, cover letter, promotional materials, etc.

Vendors are advised that the County does not wish to receive trade secrets and that vendors are not to supply trade secrets unless they are absolutely necessary.

LOCAL VENDOR PREFERENCE:  The Local Vendor Preference does not apply to this Request for Proposal.

RFP CLARIFICATION AND REVISIONS: Any revisions to the RFP will be issued and distributed as written addenda.

FIRM PROPOSAL: All proposals shall remain firm for at least one hundred eighty (180) days.

PROPOSAL PREPARATION: Proposals should be submitted in the formats shown under "PROPOSAL CONTENT REQUIREMENTS" section of this RFP.

County of Fresno will not be held liable or any cost incurred by bidders responding to RFP.

Bidders are to bid what is specified or requested first. If unable to or unwilling to, bidder may bid an alternative, indicating all advantages, disadvantages and their associated cost.
SUPPORTIVE MATERIAL: Additional material may be submitted with the proposal as appendices.  Any additional descriptive material that is used in support of any information in your proposal must be referenced by the appropriate paragraph(s) and page number(s).

Bidders are asked to submit their proposals in a binder (one that allows for easy removal of pages) with index tabs separating the sections identified in the Table of Contents.  Pages must be numbered on the bottom of each page.

The lowest bidders are not arbitrarily the vendors whose proposals will be selected.

County Purchasing will chair or co‑chair all award, evaluation and contract negotiation committees.

Award may require approval by the County of Fresno Board of Supervisors.

NEGOTIATION: The County will prepare and negotiate its own contract with the selected vendor, giving due consideration to the stipulation of the vendor's standard contracts and associated legal documents.

MINOR DEVIATIONS: The County reserves the right to negotiate minor deviations from the prescribed terms, conditions and requirements with the selected vendor.

WAIVERS: The County reserves the right to waive any informalities or irregularities and any technical or clerical errors in any quote as the interest of the County may require.

TERMINATION: The County reserves the right to terminate any resulting contract upon written notice.

PROPOSAL REJECTION: Failure to respond to all questions or not to supply the requested information could result in rejection of your proposal.

ASSIGNMENTS: The ensuing proposed contract will provide that the vendor may not assign any payment or portions of payments without prior written consent of the County of Fresno.

BIDDERS LIABILITIES: County of Fresno will not be held liable for any cost incurred by vendors in responding to the RFP.

CONFIDENTIALITY: Bidders shall not disclose information about the County's business or business practices and safeguard confidential data which vendor staff may have access to in the course of system implementation.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION: The ensuing contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of California.

Any claim which cannot be amicably settled without court action will be litigated in the U. S. District Court for the Eastern District of California in Fresno, CA or in a state court for Fresno County.

LAWS AND REGULATIONS: Contractor shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws and regulations and shall obtain and keep in effect at all times during the duration of the contract, any licenses and permits necessary to install and maintain the copiers. Persons who, within the immediately preceding twelve (12) months, came within the provisions of Subsection (1), and who were employees in positions of substantial responsibility in the area of service to be performed by the contract, or participated in any way in developing the contract or its service specifications.

4. Profit‑making firms or businesses in which the former employees described in Subsection (3) serve as officers, principals, partners or major shareholders.

5. No County employee, whose position in the County enables him to influence the selection of a contractor for this RFP, or any competing RFP, and no spouse or economic dependent of such employee, shall be employees in any capacity by a bidder, or have any other direct or indirect financial interest in the selection of a contractor.

6. In addition, no County employee will be employed by the selected vendor to fulfill the vendor’s contractual obligations to the County.

ORDINANCE 3.08.130 – POST-SEPARATION EMPLOYMENT PROHIBITED
No officer or employee of the County who separates from County service shall for a period of one year after separation enter into any employment, contract, or other compensation arrangement with any County consultant, vendor, or other County provider of goods, materials, or services, where the officer or employee participated in any part of the decision making process that led to the County relationship with the consultant, vendor or other County provider of goods, materials or services.

Pursuant to Government Code section 25132(a), a violation of the ordinance may be enjoined by an injunction in a civil lawsuit, or prosecuted as a criminal misdemeanor.
EVALUATION CRITERIA: Respondents will be evaluated on the basis of their responses to all questions and requirements in this RFP and product cost.  The County shall be the sole judge in the ranking process and reserves the right to reject any or all bids.  False, incomplete or unresponsive statements in connection with this proposal may be sufficient cause for its rejection. 

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: In performance of the work, duties, and obligations assumed by Contractor under any ensuing Agreement, it is mutually understood and agreed that Contractor, including any and all of Contractor's officers, agents, and employees will at all times be acting and performing as an independent contractor, and shall act in an independent capacity and not as an officer, agent, servant, employee, joint venture, partner, or associate of the County.  Furthermore, County shall have no right to control, supervise, or direct the manner or method by which Contractor shall perform its work and function. However, County shall retain the right to administer this Agreement so as to verify that Contractor is performing its obligations in accordance with the terms and conditions thereof.  Contractor and County shall comply with all applicable provisions of law and the rules and regulations, if any, of governmental authorities having jurisdiction over matters the subject thereof.

Because of its status as an independent contractor, Contractor shall have absolutely no right to employment rights and benefits available to County employees. Contractor shall be solely liable and responsible for providing to, or on behalf of, its employees all legally required employee benefits.  In addition, Contractor shall be solely responsible and save the County harmless from all matters relating to payment of Contractor's employees, including compliance with Social Security, withholding, and all other regulations governing such matters.  It is acknowledged that during the term of the Agreement, Contractor may be providing services to others unrelated to the COUNTY or to the Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE: Contractor agrees to indemnify, save, hold harmless and at County's request, defend the County, its officers, agents and employees, from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to County in connection with the performance, or failure to perform, by Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement and from any and all costs and expenses, damages, liabilities, claims and losses occurring or resulting to any person, firm or corporation who may be injured or damaged by the performance, or failure to perform, of Contractor, its officers, agents or employees under this Agreement.

PRICE RESPONSIBILITY: The selected vendor will be required to assume full responsibility for all services and activities offered in the proposal, whether or not they are provided directly. Further, the County of Fresno will consider the selected vendor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters, including payment of any and all charges resulting from the contract.  The Contractor may not subcontract or transfer the contract, or any right or obligation arising out of the contract, without first having obtained the express written consent of the County.

ADDRESSES AND TELEPHONE NUMBERS: The vendor will provide the business address and mailing address, if different, as well as the telephone number of the individual signing the contract.

ASSURANCES: Any contract awarded under this RFP must be carried out in full compliance with The Civil Rights Act of 1964, The Americans With Disabilities Act of 1990, their subsequent amendments, and any and all other laws protecting the rights of individuals and agencies.  The County of Fresno has a zero tolerance for discrimination, implied or expressed, and wants to ensure that policy continues under this RFP.  The Contractor must also guarantee that services, or workmanship, provided will be performed in compliance with all applicable local, state, or federal laws and regulations pertinent to the types of services, or project, of the nature required under this RFP.  In addition, the Contractor may be required to provide evidence substantiating that their employees have the necessary skills and training to perform the required services or work.

INSURANCE: 
Without limiting the COUNTY's right to obtain indemnification from CONTRACTOR or any third parties, CONTRACTOR, at its sole expense, shall maintain in full force and effect, the following insurance policies or a program of self-insurance, including but not limited to, an insurance pooling arrangement or Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) throughout the term of the Agreement:

A. Commercial General Liability
Commercial General Liability Insurance with limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence and an annual aggregate of Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000). This policy shall be issued on a per occurrence basis.   COUNTY may require specific coverage’s including completed operations, products liability, contractual liability, Explosion-Collapse-Underground, fire legal liability or any other liability insurance deemed necessary because of the nature of this contract.

B. Automobile Liability
Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance with limits for bodily injury of not less than Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000.00) per person, Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) per accident and for property damages of not less than Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00), or such coverage with a combined single limit of Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00). Coverage should include owned and non-owned vehicles used in connection with this Agreement.

C. Professional Liability
If CONTRACTOR employs licensed professional staff, (e.g., Ph.D., R.N., L.C.S.W., M.F.C.C.) in providing services, Professional Liability Insurance with limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence, Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000.00) annual aggregate.

This coverage shall be issued on a per claim basis. Contractor agrees that it shall maintain, at its sole expense, in full force and effect for a period of three (3) years following the termination of this Agreement, one or more policies of professional liability insurance with limits of coverage as specified herein.
D. Worker's Compensation
A policy of Worker's Compensation insurance as may be required by the California Labor Code.

Contractor shall obtain endorsements to the Commercial General Liability insurance naming the County of Fresno, its officers, agents, and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned. Such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by County, its officers, agents and employees shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under Contractor's policies herein.  This insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance written notice given to County.
Prior to the date that the County executes this Agreement, Contractor shall provide certificates of insurance and endorsement as stated above for all of the foregoing policies, as required herein, to the County of Fresno, Purchasing Supervisor, stating that such insurance coverage have been obtained and are in full force; that the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees will not be responsible for any premiums on the policies; that such Commercial General Liability insurance names the County of Fresno, its officers, agents and employees, individually and collectively, as additional insured, but only insofar as the operations under this Agreement are concerned; that such coverage for additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and any other insurance, or self‑insurance, maintained by County, its officers, agents and employees, shall be excess only and not contributing with insurance provided under Contractor's policies herein; and that this insurance shall not be cancelled or changed without a minimum of thirty (30) days advance, written notice given to County.
In the event Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times insurance coverage as herein provided, the County may, in addition to other remedies it may have, suspend or terminate this Agreement upon the occurrence of such event.

All policies shall be with admitted insurers licensed to do business in the State of California.  Insurance purchased shall be purchased from companies possessing a current A.M. Best, Inc. rating of A FSC VII or better.

AUDIT AND RETENTION: The Contractor shall maintain in good and legible condition all books, documents, papers, data files and other records related to its performance under this contract. Such records shall be complete and available to Fresno County, the State of California, the federal government or their duly authorized representatives for the purpose of audit, examination, or copying during the term of the contract and for a period of at least three years following the County's final payment under the contract or until conclusion of any pending matter (e.g., litigation or audit), whichever is later. Such records must be retained in the manner described above until all pending matters are closed.

DEFAULT: In case of default by the selected bidder, the County may procure materials and services from another source and may recover the loss occasioned thereby from any unpaid balance due the selected bidder, or by any other legal means available to the County.

BREACH OF CONTRACT: In the event of breach of contract by either party, the other party shall be relieved of its obligations under this agreement and may pursue any legal remedies.

CONFIDENTIALITY

All services performed by vendor shall be in strict conformance with all applicable Federal, State of California and/or local laws and regulations relating to confidentiality, including but not limited to, California Civil Code, California Welfare and Institutions Code, Health and Safety Code, California Code of Regulations, Code of Federal Regulations.

Vendor shall submit to County’s monitoring of said compliance.

Vendor may be a Business Associate of County, as that term is defined in the “Privacy Rule” enacted by the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA). As a HIPAA Business Associate, vendor may use or disclose protected health information (“PHI”) to perform functions, activities or services for or on behalf of County, as specified by the County, provided that such use or disclosure shall not violate HIPAA and its implementing regulations. The uses and disclosures of PHI may not be more expansive than those applicable to County, as the “Covered Entity” under HIPAA’S Privacy Rule, except as authorized for management, administrative or legal responsibilities of the Business Associate.

Vendor shall not use or further disclose PHI other than as permitted or required by the County, or as required by law without written notice to the County.

Vendor shall ensure that any agent, including any subcontractor, to which vendor provides PHI received from, or created or received by the vendor on behalf of County, shall comply with the same restrictions and conditions with respect to such information.

APPEALS

Appeals must be submitted in writing within *seven (7) business days after notification of proposed recommendations. Appeals shall be submitted to County of Fresno Purchasing, 4525 E. Hamilton Avenue, Fresno, California 93702-4599. Appeals should address only areas regarding RFP contradictions, procurement errors, quotation rating discrepancies, legality of procurement context, conflict of interest, and inappropriate or unfair competitive procurement grievance regarding the RFP process.

Purchasing will provide a written response to the complainant within *seven (7) business days unless the complainant is notified more time is required.

If the protesting bidder is not satisfied with the decision of Purchasing, he/she shall have the right to appeal to the Purchasing Agent/CAO within seven (7) business days after Purchasing’s notification; except, if notified to appeal directly to the Board of Supervisors at the scheduled date and time.

If the protesting bidder is not satisfied with Purchasing Agent/CAO’s decision, the final appeal is with the Board of Supervisors.

*The seven (7) business day period shall commence upon and include the first County business day following the date that the notification is issued by the County.
SPECIFIC TERMS AND CONDITIONS

ISSUING AGENT: This RFP has been issued by County of Fresno Purchasing. Purchasing shall be the vendor’s sole point of contact with regard to the RFP, its content, and all issues concerning it.

AUTHORIZED CONTACT: All communication regarding this RFP shall be directed to an authorized representative of County Purchasing. The specific buyer managing this RFP is identified on the cover page, along with his or her telephone number, and he or she should be the primary point of contact for discussions or information pertaining to the RFP. Contact with any other County representative, including elected officials, for the purpose of discussing this RFP, its content, or any other issue concerning it, is prohibited unless authorized by Purchasing. Violation of this clause, by the vendor having unauthorized contact (verbally or in writing) with such other County representatives, may constitute grounds for rejection by Purchasing of the vendor’s quotation.

The above stated restriction on vendor contact with County representatives shall apply until the County has awarded a purchase order or contract to a vendor or vendors, except as follows. First, in the event that a vendor initiates a formal protest against the RFP, such vendor may contact the appropriate individual, or individuals who are managing that protest as outlined in the County’s established protest procedures. All such contact must be in accordance with the sequence set forth under the protest procedures. Second, in the event a public hearing is scheduled before the Board of Supervisors to hear testimony prior to its approval of a purchase order or contract, any vendor may address the Board.

VENDOR CONFERENCE: On November 19, 2012 at 10:00 A.M., a vendor's conference will be held in which the scope of the project and proposal requirements will be explained. The meeting will be held at the office of County of Fresno Purchasing, 4525 E. Hamilton (between Cedar and Maple), Fresno, California. Addendum will be prepared and distributed to all bidders only if necessary to clarify substantive items raised during the bidders' conference.

Bidders are to contact Gary Cornuelle at County of Fresno Purchasing, (559) 600-7110, if they are planning to attend the conference.

NUMBER OF COPIES: Submit one (1) original, with two (2) *reproducible compact discs enclosed and five (5)copies of your proposal to County of Fresno Purchasing no later than the proposal acceptance date and time as stated on the front of this document.  The cover page of each document is to be appropriately marked “Original” or “Copy”.
*Bidder shall submit two (2) reproducible compact discs (e.g.: PDF file) containing the complete proposal excluding trade secrets.  Compact disc should accompany the original binder and should be either attached to the inside cover of the binder or inserted in an attached sleeve or envelope in the front of the binder to insure the disc is not misplaced.
INTERPRETATION OF RFP: Vendors must make careful examination of the requirements, specifications and conditions expressed in the RFP and fully inform themselves as to the quality and character of services required.  If any person planning to submit a proposal finds discrepancies in or omissions from the RFP or has any doubt as to the true meaning or interpretation, correction thereof may be requested at the scheduled Vendor Conference (see above). Any change in the RFP will be made only by written addendum, duly issued by the County. The County will not be responsible for any other explanations or interpretations.
Questions may be submitted subsequent to the Vendor Conference, subject to the following conditions:

a. Such questions are submitted in writing to the County Purchasing not later than November 29, 2012 at 10:00 A.M. Questions must be directed to the attention of Gary Cornuelle, Purchasing Supervisor.

b. Such questions are submitted with the understanding that County can respond only to questions it considers material in nature.

c. Questions shall be e-mailed to CountyPurchasing@co.fresno.ca.us, faxed to                 (559) 456‑7831 or delivered to County of Fresno Purchasing. If faxing, the bidder must confirm receipt by phone, (559) 456-7110, within one-half (1/2) hour of transmission.

NOTE: The bidder is encouraged to submit all questions at the Vendor Conference. Time limitations can prevent a response to questions submitted after the conference.
MULTIPLE CONTRACTORS/CONTRACT TERM: The County desires to contract with one vendor for the eight production groups. The contract period will be for five (5) years. Pricing offered under this RFP shall be firm for the five (5) year contract period. County will retain the right to terminate the agreement upon giving thirty (30) days advance written notice to the Contractor.

NON-EXCLUSIVITY: The County shall not be required to obtain all of its copiers from any contract resulting from this RFP/award.

CONTRACT RFP INCLUSIVE: This RFP and the Contractor’s Response will be made part of any resultant Contract and will be incorporated in the contract as set forth.

COUNTY USAGE: County’s acquisition of new copiers will be on an as needed basis. Copiers will require replacement over the contract period due to age and obsolescence. Additionally, County will have new requirements develop as new programs are created and existing ones expanded. County will make the determination as to which machine and acquisition method is most appropriate to satisfy its requirements e.g. Purchase vs. Cost per Copy (CPC).

MINIMUM VENDOR REQUIREMENTS: Proposals will be accepted only from vendors who are authorized by the manufacturer to supply the makes and models offered. Proposals will not be accepted from brokers. The County requires proposers to provide a written, certified statement from the manufacturer stating that they are an authorized dealer.

VENDOR PRICING:
A. THE OUTRIGHT PURCHASE: method of acquisition will include a trade-in allowance. The purchase method of acquisition will also include a 1,2,3,4 and 5 year guaranteed buy back. Additionally a complete service agreement covering all maintenance, repairs and supplies (except paper) will be offered for purchased equipment. The vendor will also quote a guaranteed buy back pricing at the end of years 1,2,3,4 and 5. 

B. COST PER COPY: cost per copy pricing will cover all maintenance repairs, supplies (except paper) etc. Additionally the vendor will be given the opportunity to offer a credit in exchange for the County owned equipment that is being replaced by the CPC units.

OTHER: The vendor will be requested to state a pricing methodology under which pricing may be determined for purchase of equipment that is not specifically included in the agreement. This section should include all equipment available (including color equipment).

PRICE CONTINUANCE: The vendor will explain how pricing will be maintained over the contract period should the contracted equipment be discontinued by the manufacturer.

COST EVALUATION: The cost evaluation of proposals will be based on a multiple hypothetical but representative usage for both purchase and cost per copy acquisitions. County is providing a spreadsheet for each production group that includes multiple machines with different option configurations and different usage volumes. The equipment included in the spreadsheets will be used as the basis of the cost analysis and will be the copy machines that will be a part of the contract. Additional copy machines may be added on an as needed basis. Award will be based on equipment cost, service cost and the vendor’s proven ability to administer support services of similar scope, service and terms. The County will base its cost evaluation on a five (5) year period. Provide pricing for rentals and purchases based on five (5) years.
CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION: The Contractor will appoint a single representative to act as the County’s liaison for all matters relating to the agreement. This includes purchases, rentals, repairs, maintenance, relocation, manufacturer issues, etc. The County will not be required to work through any other of the contractor’s company divisions. 

The Contractor will be required to maintain a current inventory of all equipment placed. This will include both purchased and rented equipment. Such inventory will show date of placement, model no., serial no., original location and any subsequent location if the equipment is relocated. A copy of the current inventory will be submitted to the County Purchasing on a quarterly basis by not later than the fifteenth of each month following the quarters ending March 31, June 30, September 30 and January 31. The Contractor shall also maintain complete documentation covering all service calls (maintenance and repairs) on each piece of equipment.

REPORTS: In addition to the previously identified inventory report, County may request and the Contractor shall provide other reports from the Contractor. Such reports may be requested to obtain a copier maintenance record, the average response time to service calls, averaged monthly volume made per segment, etc. 

A summary of a copier maintenance record shall include: 

· Date and time each service call was received by Contractor
· Date and time Contractor dispatched service technician

· Description of problem

· Description of repair

· Indication of whether repair was completed on first visit

· Meter readings at time of repair

· Average number of copies made between service calls

Contractor shall provide to County Purchasing reports on individual copiers any time a review is requested during the contract period. Such reports shall be provided to County Purchasing at no additional cost and shall be sent to:

INVOICING:

The Contractor shall invoice County on a monthly basis for both the service agreement charges and the rental charges. Such invoices will be delivered directly to the County department that has purchased or rented the equipment.

Invoices for equipment purchases will be invoiced to the County department that is purchasing the equipment. A purchase order will be issued by County Purchasing. The purchase order will indicate the invoicing, delivery addresses and the County Departmental Coordinators responsible for accounts payable and delivery.

Invoices will be required to indicate various information pertaining to the equipment, (e.g. serial no./location/meter readings with dates etc.). The exact information will be decided between the Contractor and County prior to the contract’s effective date.

Terms of payment will be NET 45 DAYS.

Contractor shall not invoice prior to completed installation and training as specified.

Copiers that are installed for a partial month shall be invoiced at a pro‑rated amount. The charges, in this case, shall be the cost per copy times the number of copies made and/or a percentage of the flat monthly rate based on the number of days a copier was installed divided by thirty days.

Contractor shall not assess a one-time document fee or any types of document fee on any copier placement on the contract (set up page count).
Contractor shall note that in the State of California, government agencies are not allowed to pay excess interest and late charges. Per Government Codes, Section 926.10, interest shall be entitled commencing on the sixty-first (61st) day and shall be six percent (6%) per annum.

METER READINGS: It is the Contractor's responsibility to establish procedures for obtaining meter readings from the County Department that is in possession of the equipment.  The method for obtaining meter readings should be detailed in your proposal under the appropriate section.
DELIVERY TIME FRAME: Contractor shall deliver each copier to the site specified by the County, install, and make ready for use. All copiers shall be delivered, installed, and made ready for use not later than thirty (30) days following date of order. Copiers that are not delivered within thirty (30) calendar days from date of order are subject to the General Conditions Section of this RFP that is entitled, Rights and Remedies of County for default. Contractor shall clean area and properly dispose all packing materials, boxes, etc. after installation.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  It shall be the Contractor's responsibility to examine each delivery site and to advise the County of any safety, space, or special requirements that are to be met prior to delivery of equipment. Special requirements may include telecommunication line and jack for computer networking, dedicated electrical line, special electrical plug-in outlet, etc. It shall be the County's responsibility to have the site properly prepared for the delivery of equipment, except as follows:

If the Contractor’s equipment requires any special electrical accommodation (e.g., isolation transformer, power filter, surge protector or suppressor, etc.); it shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to provide at his/her expense.

INITIAL SUPPLIES:  There shall always be enough supplies (except paper) delivered with each copier to ensure a minimum of one month's usage.

DELIVERY COORDINATION:  Contractor shall promptly provide a delivery schedule to the ordering department for each piece of equipment ordered. This is so the ordering department can coordinate the removal of its existing equipment with the delivery of its new equipment. This is especially important for locations with limited space or with large copiers, and will minimize the downtime experienced by ordering departments during the change out of equipment.

TRAINING:  Training shall be provided to the personnel at the delivery sites on the same day or within one County workday following the delivery of equipment. Training shall be provided as often as required at no additional cost to the County.

Training shall include instructions on the proper use of the equipment and features, briefing on the safety precautions, how to load paper or toner, and how to clear paper jams. Contractor shall also make sure that customer departments have all pertinent information, such as an affixed sticker indicating the telephone number, serial number, and/or customer number, to place service calls.
Each copier shall be delivered with an operator's instruction manual.

ACCEPTANCE:  Deliveries are not considered complete until:

· Equipment has been delivered in the configuration as ordered.

· Equipment has been properly installed and made ready for use by Contractor's trained personnel.

· Initial thirty (30) day inventory of supplies has been delivered.

· Training has been provided to the personnel at the delivery site.

· Removal of current equipment has been performed (including removal of hard drives where applicable).

· The responsible representative at the site sign and date an acceptance certificate indicating that the above conditions have been met. A signed bill of lading or delivery receipt obtained by the carrier is not considered acceptable.

CONFIRMATION OF DELIVERY:  As a condition of award, Contractor shall provide to the Buyer at County’s Purchasing Services Division a confirmation of delivery for each new copier showing delivery date, model number, and serial number, ordering department and contact person within seven (7) days following installation. Such information is essential for the County to manage its copier database.

MACHINE RETURN:

1. Rental charges on equipment being replaced shall be prorated to the period covering the beginning of the billing period to the date the equipment is removed from service and replaced with the new machine.

2. Hard drives shall be removed from the units being replaced that contain hard drives and delivered to the County Departmental Coordinator prior to removal from County premises at no cost to County (if applicable).

3. Rental units being replaced will be removed concurrent with the delivery and installation of new equipment under the department’s coordination.
4. County-owned units being replaced shall be picked up and disposed of by Contractor at no expense to the County.
PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE:  Contractor shall guarantee that the equipment and prices proposed, including maintenance and supplies shall be available to the County for the entire contract period.

For manufacturers, a signed proposal shall be considered as providing this guarantee.

For dealers (non‑manufacturers), a signed letter from the copier manufacturer must be provided in response to this proposal, guaranteeing that the equipment and prices proposed, including maintenance and supplies will be available to the County for the entire contract period. This letter of guarantee shall be an original copy written on the manufacturer's letterhead and addressed to the County of Fresno.

MAINTENANCE SERVICE RESPONSE TIME:  The maximum on-site service response time allowed under any contract established as a result of this RFP is eight (8) normal working hours per call, except for emergencies as defined in the following paragraph. Normal working hours are 8:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m., Mondays through Fridays, excluding County holidays.

The maximum on-site service response time allowed on contract for emergencies is five (5) normal working hours per call.

EMERGENCIES ARE DEFINED AS:

1. A call from any County department where its machine is reported "down." In this case, a machine may be producing copies that are unreadable or unusable, or no copies at all, such as from continuous jamming within the mainframe.

2. A call from any County operation that operates 24 hours, 7 days a week – such as the Fresno County Sheriff's Department – regardless if its machine is reported "down" or not.

Service calls shall be prioritized. Emergency service calls shall be given higher priority. Contractor shall respond to emergency service calls within five (5) normal working hours from the time when the calls were first placed.

Response time shall be measured from the time when a service call is placed to the time when the Contractor's service technician arrives at the site where the machine is to be repaired.
METHODS OF ACQUISITION 

County intends to enter into an agreement or agreements that will include equipment acquisition through outright purchase and under a rental – cost per copy program. The evaluation of cost will include equipment acquired under both methods of acquisition. The evaluation will be based on a five-year period.

PURCHASE: 

The term “Purchase” as used in this RFP is meant to include the following terms, conditions and requirements.

County shall become the owner of record of new equipment taking title upon complete installation at the County site and acceptance by County. The quoted purchase price shall include delivery, installation and training.

The vendor shall guarantee to provide a full maintenance, repair and supply agreement for a sixty (60) month period commencing upon the date that the equipment is placed into service. The commencement date may be delayed until the completion of the warranty period if the warranty covers all elements of the maintenance and repair service agreement. This will be considered in the cost evaluation. The vendor must guarantee that the Maintenance Agreement will be provided for a minimum five-year term. However, County does not guarantee any minimum term for Maintenance Agreements.

In addition to the above, the vendor must guarantee that he/she will provide full maintenance and repair services for the equipment offered for up to ten (10) years after the date of installation.  Pricing for the first five (5) years will be per the vendor’s proposal offered under this RFP.  The remaining years will be negotiated.
The maintenance, repair and supply agreement shall be full service and include all maintenance in accordance with factory recommendations, all repairs (including all parts, labor, materials etc.) and all supplies excluding paper.

TRADE – IN:

The vendor may offer a trade-in allowance, which will be used as an offset against the purchase price. The trade-in allowances offered will remain constant regardless of what photocopier the County elects to trade-in. Sales tax is to be computed prior to deducting the trade-in amount. The vendor will be responsible for picking up the trade-in equipment which may be located at a County site different than where the new equipment is delivered.

COST PER COPY:

“Cost Per Copy” (CPC) as used in this RFP is meant to include the following, terms and conditions.
The vendor shall provide equipment to the County for its use. The vendor shall retain ownership of the equipment. The equipment shall be new at the time of delivery. The vendor shall invoice County monthly and in arrears based on a cost per copy rate plus a firm monthly base rate.  The base rate shall not include an allowance for a predetermined number of copies in the month. The vendor may impose a minimum quantity of copies per month. The minimum charge will be incurred whether or not County attains the minimum. All aspects of the cost per copy method of acquisition will be provided by the one vendor offering the proposal. Separation of service and rental will not be allowed. County shall be invoiced by and make payment to one vendor under a single monthly billing. County will base its cost evaluation on a sixty (60) month term but does not guarantee that the equipment will be held for that length of time. The cost per copy charge shall include equipment, delivery, installation, training, and removal upon termination of services, all maintenance in accordance with factory guidelines, all repairs and excluding paper.

RENTAL:  Contractor shall retain title and ownership responsibilities of rental equipment.

Contractor, as owner of equipment, shall be responsible for payment of all personal property taxes imposed on the equipment rented to the County.

The County shall not be liable for loss or damage to the equipment furnished by the Contractor from any cause whatsoever, while the equipment is in the possession of the County, except when loss or damage resulted from the sole negligence of the County.

THIRD PARTY FINANCING:  If the selected Contractor chooses to finance its copiers proposed to the County through a third party leasing company, it is the Contractor's right. However, any such arrangement shall be solely between the Contractor and the leasing company. The County shall remain clear of all such arrangements and shall not have to alter or amend any terms or conditions of this RFP/award to accommodate a third party. Contractor shall remain the sole source of contact with the County.
EQUIPMENT

All equipment offered in response to this RFP shall be new and unused when delivered to County.

The County may accept equipment that the manufacturer sells as new and/or consists of certain parts that have been previously used.  Such equipment is often referred to as remanufactured but could have some other name. Equipment of this type will be identified as Remanufactured for the purposes of this RFP. 

The bidder must define what the manufacturer considers remanufactured equipment.  Include a detailed description as a part of your proposal.

The County and only the County shall determine if it will accept the proposed remanufactured equipment as being equal to new 100% unused equipment.

REMANUFACTURED EQUIPMENT:  The manufacturer of remanufactured equipment must certify that its equipment meets all requirements to be classified as "remanufactured" and as such, has authorized the replacement of the meter, which upon delivery to the County shall have a zero reading or a reading not exceeding two month's usage as compared to the manufacturer's recommended monthly volume noted in the current publication of Buyers Laboratory's Copier Specification Guide.

Remanufactured copiers shall not be delivered to the County without accompanying documentation certifying that copier has been remanufactured and tested to meet the original equipment manufacturer's (OEM) specifications and performance standards for new equipment. Each certificate shall be signed and dated by the remanufacturer's copier equipment manager and shall include the machine model number, serial number, and meter reading.
The County has identified eight equipment groups based on production capabilities and features. County has used average monthly volume, production rate (copies per minute) and certain minimum required features to define each copier.

Equipment offered under each production group must meet the County’s minimum requirements. Meeting minimum requirements means that the equipment must perform as specified under normal operating conditions in the County work environment. The proposed equipment must be able to continuously perform at or beyond the specified performance requirements. Meeting production levels short term or under only special circumstances or conditions is not acceptable.

The vendor will state in his/her proposal the production levels of each machine. Failure to meet these levels for extended periods of time with minimum down time will be deemed non-compliant. The terms of the ensuing contract will allow County to cancel any contract when the equipment does not perform as offered. Such contract will be terminated without liability to County. Failure of equipment to perform will be cause for County to cancel payment to the vendor for periods of sub-standard performance levels. The vendor will agree under the terms of the ensuing agreement that the County will not be responsible for such payment.

The vendor is required to offer Digital equipment under each production group that it is proposing. Offering equipment for all production groups is not required. Complete specifications shall be provided by the vendor for each machine offered. All optional equipment and features are to be listed and prices quoted. All costs required for networking of digital equipment shall be included. Pricing for options will be for purchase and cost per copy methods of acquisition.

COPIER REQUIREMENTS:  All copiers supplied shall be U.L. approved, new, or remanufactured (which shall meet the manufacturer's performance and appearance standards for new equipment). Any new or remanufactured copiers shall include all retrofits, and shall have a zero meter reading or a reading not exceeding two month’s usage, as compared to the manufacturer’s recommended monthly volume noted in the current publication of Buyers Laboratory’s Copier Specification Guide. 

In addition, all copiers supplied at the time of initial installation, whether new or remanufactured, shall be current models of modern technology using dry toner and currently in production.

Proposers shall include with their response to this RFP, complete descriptive literature showing specifications of equipment offered. Literature may be submitted in the form of brochures. Literature shall contain information on electrical and space requirements, as well as provide the dimensions of the copiers with and without optional features. Measurements shall include their maximum widths, with sorters and paper cassettes attached. This information is to be provided in the appropriate section of the VENDOR EQUIPMENT AND SERVICES PROPOSAL section of this RFP.

Copiers shall be able to produce clean, acceptable images using recycled paper made for xerographic purposes.

All services and merchandise must comply with safety orders of the California Department of Industrial Relations and Cal/OSHA (California/Occupational Safety and Health Administration). Contractor shall plan and conduct work in a manner that will safeguard all persons from injury and shall take all precautions as required by the applicable regulations.

VENDOR EQUIPMENT AND SERVICES PROPOSAL

The vendor shall include as a part of his/her proposal, a section entitled “Equipment Proposal“.  This section shall include a complete and detailed description of all equipment and services being offered under the proposal.

special conditions:
The bidder must define the operating conditions when stating production levels and defining copy quality.  For example; if the bidder states that a machine is rated at ninety (90) copies per minute, they must also state the duration and with what frequency that level can be maintained in each production mode. (i.e. ninety (90) copies per minute for eight (8) continuous hours per day for five (5) days per week). Additionally, if copy quality differs under different conditions, the vendor must so state in his/her proposal.

County will consider the bidder’s stated performance specifications as attainable under normal County operating conditions (as stated herein) unless indicated otherwise by the bidder in his/her proposal.

Equipment that does not perform to the vendor’s proposed levels will be considered unacceptable.  The County will have the option to cancel the acquisition and require the vendor to remove the equipment from County premises and reimburse County for all expenditures related to the equipment.  The vendor will be allowed a reasonable opportunity to correct the problem prior to County exercising this option.

The successful bidder shall perform all repairs and maintenance to the equipment whether acquired by purchase or rental – cost per copy (CPC). The equipment shall be kept in a condition that will result in the unit meeting the proposed production volume, speed, and copy quality for a minimum five (5) year term from installation.

The Vendor’s Proposal shall be formatted as follows:

I. EQUIPMENT DESCRIPTION
State the brand and model being offered under each production group. Include a general description of the equipment being offered, what it is designed to do and its capabilities.  The bidder should use this section to emphasize the strong points of the equipment offered.  He/she should state if the equipment performs exceptionally well in specific areas or provides features and functions thought not to be available with other equipment.

II. BASE UNIT
a. Detail all equipment included

b. Detail all services included

c. Detail all features included

d. Detail all production capabilities

e. Detail all performance levels

The equipment specified here is the equipment (without options) that is to be quoted on the Quotation Schedule.

III. OPTIONAL EQUIPMENT AND FEATURES
Detail all optional equipment, accessories and features not included with the base unit. Include an explanation of what they do, production capabilities and performance level. Include all additional equipment software, installation and accessories required to add networking capabilities.

IV. EQUIPMENT SPECIFICATIONS
Submit complete and detailed equipment specifications for each piece of equipment offered.  This should be in the form of pre-printed manufacturer’s product literature.  However, it is County’s experience that such product literature generally lacks adequate description and does not fully explain each specification.  As such, the bidder is instructed to use this section to better explain each individual specification.  The bidder shall also identify the conditions that must exist to continuously attain production level and quality rating specifications (e.g. pages per minute and print quality etc.). The bidder must state if specifications can be continuously attained under County’s normal operating conditions. The response must be a simple “yes” or “no”. If responding, “no” explain why.

V. SUPPORT SERVICES
Describe in detail, all services available to support the proposed equipment (e.g. customer service, maintenance, repair, software upgrades, training, supplies etc.).
VI. FULL SERVICE MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS AGREEMENT
Define full service maintenance and repair agreement as it specifically applies to the equipment you are offering under this proposal. Identify all terms, conditions & Scope of Work that take exception to County’s requirements for such an agreement.

Indicate when the agreement will become effective. Are the described services included during the warranty period?

State the response time for repairs after requested by County. Indicate the days and hours during which services will be provided. Identify conditions and extra costs to perform repair services outside of the proposed times and days.

Explain what is and what is not covered (labor, parts, scheduled maintenance etc.). State who will perform service, where they are located and response time for service. Discuss local parts inventory.  
RESPONSE TO SPECIFIC ITEMS
Provide a complete and detailed explanation of what the proposed equipment offers for each item listed below.  Provide this information under this section even if stated elsewhere in your proposal. 

The vendor’s response shall restate the listed item prior to stating the response.

Features not included with the Vendor’s proposed “base unit” must be labeled “OPTIONAL”.
Identify Equipment Offered:

1. Quantity of copies per month for which the machine is designed.  This quantity is to be that which can be expected under normal County operating conditions for each Production Group, not intermittently under optimum conditions.

2. Copies per minute for each Production Group.  These rates must be the rates that County can expect under its normal operating conditions for extended duration, not intermittently and/or under optimum conditions.

3. Useful life of equipment at the vendor’s proposed production and quality levels. Assume 90% of the copies per month provided under No. I above with maintenance and repairs performed by the successful bidder.

4. How often and for how long will the machine be down for normal maintenance?

5. What is the average weekly, monthly and annual number of service calls that the County can anticipate for other than normal maintenance? Indicate how County will be compensated if these are exceeded.

Detail what training services are included with the equipment purchase price and what training will result in additional costs.  State training cost under the “Cost Proposal” section of your proposal.

11. DEMONSTRATION

Bidders must be prepared to provide a demonstration of all copy machines on an as needed basis. County Purchasing will schedule those demonstrations.
12. REFERENCES

See attached reference list within this RFP.
13. The bidder shall state all conditions that will be imposed under an ensuing Rental – cost per copy agreement. The bidder shall not add conditions not included in their proposal. Only conditions stated here will be included in the agreement if accepted by the County.

14. State the number of calendar days required for delivery and installation of all equipment, after receipt of order. Installation shall be defined as complete when all equipment is one hundred percent (100%) operational. Indicate the delivery period for each production group.

VI. The bidder shall respond to the following questions:

VI. Is all equipment that you are proposing unused and one hundred percent (100%) new?

The bidder shall provide a simple “yes” or “no” response.

VI. A “no” response shall be accompanied with the following information

1. A listing of all proposed equipment that is not unused and one hundred percent (100%) new.

2. Specifically list all components that are not one hundred percent (100%) new and describe their condition.

3. State the reason(s) why the County should accept equipment that is not in an unused and one hundred percent (100%) new condition.

VI. WARRANTY

Define Warranty as it specifically applies to each machine offered under your proposal. Explain what is included and what is not included.

VI. How will your company compensate the County if the equipment fails to perform as proposed under your response to this RFP?
VI. TRAINING

Describe training that will be offered. Include costs if any.

VI. PURCHASES-TRADE-IN EQUIPMENT

The vendor is to describe his/her trade-in policy as offered under this RFP.

The County will at times have equipment available for trade-in. The vendor may offer a trade-in allowance to be used as an offset against the purchase price. Not all purchases will have a trade-in. County desires that the contractor assume full responsibility for picking up the trade-in equipment at the County location. Such location may differ from the delivery location of the new equipment.

It is not mandatory that a trade-in allowance be offered. However, trade-in offers will be considered in the evaluation process.

VI. HAZARDOUS MATERIALS.

Contractor shall identify all hazardous materials as required under the California Code of Regulations, Title 8, Article 1 10, Section 5194, and the State of California Health 81 Safety Code. Contractor shall provide Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) at the time of copier installation to ordering departments for all products that may contain hazardous materials.

Copier Remanufacturing Process

Per your request, the following is a generic process for remanufacturing copiers:

Disassembly of:

· All outer panels

· Removal of most internal major parts

Machine base frames are to be clean and free of rust or damage; otherwise frame is scrapped

Machine skids must be in good condition for re-delivery purposes; otherwise they are repaired/replaced.

Panels are cleaned, scuffed, repaired, and re-painted to look like new; otherwise they are replace with new panels

Sub-assemblies are cleaned, then reassembled

All transports must have new belts, static eliminators, and brushes; switches are replaced at 100%; bearings and pulleys are replaced as required.

Fuser assembly must be clean, free of caked toner and oil; fuser drives are inspected for wear and replaced as required; oil bottles cannot be cracked; lamp, fuser roll, pressure roll, and wick replaced 100%

Photoreceptor cleaned, tested, and repaired as required.

Paper tray limit switches, labels, cork pads replaced 100%; feed head belts, pulleys, clutches, auto-latch brackets replaced 100%

Optics tubs must be cleaned and repainted as required; flash lamps and covers are replaced 100%; mirrors and scan components are cleaned and replaced as required

Control console buttons must be like new; bezels must match and look like new or be replaced with new parts

All power supplies and printed circuit boards are tested and replaced as required

All mandatory retrofits are implemented in the assembly configuration

All communication lines must be like new condition

Drives must function like new; this includes idlers, springs, and drive belts

All inner panels must look like new and are replaced with new parts

Each machine is run and tested to ensure all copy quality specs are met; test copies are shipped with the machine as verification that all settings are to spec.

All machines have a "remanufactured" label affixed to the serial plate

Meters are returned to zero.  Then test copying is done

With regard to quality of the finished product, it is important to note that all remanufactured equipment is completely tested to ensure that it meets or exceeds all new build quality performance criteria.  This includes cosmetic appearance as well as functionality of the paper feeding systems and all copy quality parameters.  Any components which have not been replaced are those which, in technical experience, will not affect equipment performance.  The individual products' Bill of Materials are constantly being upgraded based on change notices driven by design, field quality feedback, in-plant quality feedback, or age of the equipment. Installation Quality Report (IQR) cards are shipped with each machine so that any defects noticed by the installing technician can be reported back to the plant in a timely manner.
