
Classroom Rules:
1. Follow directions the first time!
2. Come to class prepared (notebook, folder, pencil/pen, ear buds, etc.)!

Computer Station Rules:

9. If you are found on a site or application that was not assigned, you will log off for the rest of class and be required to finish all work 9th period that day.
10. Always be respectful of others while using wikis, blogs, etc.  Use appropriate language!

Consequences: Warning, banned from computer, writing assignment, detention, phone call home, principal visit, central detention, etc.  You will receive a failing grade for cheating.  Severe clause: Principal visit.
