Cultural Celebration Assignment
Objective: Students will present their cultural background, heritage and customs. As well as learn about other cultures.

Part I: Due Friday November 22, 2013
Assignment: Students will find out where their ancestors came from before they came to America by answering the following questions. Students will obtain this information by interviewing family members and researching in the library and/or internet.
Questions to answer:

1.) What country did your ancestors come from? (be prepared to point to the exact location on a map) 
2.) What made them chose to come to the United States and what year did they arrive?

3.) How did your ancestors get to America? Please tell the story of their travels.
4.) How do you say, “Hello, my name is. . .” in your ancestor’s language? This is how you will start your oral presentation.
5.)   What is one cultural tradition that you are aware of from your culture? (Could be a dance, song, holiday tradition, etc.) 
6.) What is the main staple (crop) of food and what kind of things are prepared from it in that country? 

7.) What is one event that the country is known for? 

Each student will orally present the answers to the previous question in a 2 minute speech. Students are able to (but are not required) to dress up in there cultural clothing and bring in artifacts pertaining to their culture or ancestors. This should be fun and not parent driven.  
 This will be worth 100 points and graded as follows-

Research effort- 20 pts

Created a speech and did not just read and answer the questions- 20pts.

Oral Presentation- Eye contact, clarity, and voice- 50pts

Point to exact location of country/city- 10pts.

Part II: Due Friday November 22, 2013 
I would like students to partake in a feast of cultures that will include food, drinks and fun. Therefore, please provide a cultural food (enough for 40 students) to bring to class on Friday.
