Current Event Guidelines

Instructions:

1. On a separate sheet of paper, complete the information below on one news article concerning some aspect of government, politics, and/or history (either U.S. or World). 
2. Your first current event must be from an actual newspaper (picture for virtual learning). Otherwise, you may retrieve your articles from other sources such as online articles, magazines, journals, etc…Attach your article to the BACK of your analysis. (online link for virtual)
3. Your last current event for each Semester (DEC & MAY) must be typed: 12-font, double-spaced, otherwise, written in blue or black ink OR typed. 
4. This assignment is due every two weeks on Fri at the start of class. Current events may be turned in up to one day late for max ½ credit. 
It is worth 40 pts.
*Due Dates are subject to change due to various circumstances and/or emergencies.

Section B: Paragraph Form (10 pts)
1. Main topic/idea of article

2. What historical theme (SEE LIST) does your main topic/idea relate to? Explain its applicability…
3. Include a basic summary of what is being discussed> Who, What, Where, When, Why, and How.

 *Maximum of 1 paragraph (6-8 sentences minimum)
Section C: Paragraph Form (15 pts)

1. What do you think the author wanted you to think about the topic? What was his/her real motivation-political, informative, moral, call-to-action, other? Evidence of such?
2. Do you think the author presented his/her position successfully? Why or why not?

3. What is your opinion on the information in the article? Did the article change your opinion on the topic? Why or why not?

*1-2 paragraphs (6-8 sentences minimum)
Presentation: Verbal in front of classmates (5 pts) *required
1. Summary of article

2. Your opinion

3. Explanation as to how it relates to your chosen theme (see class list).
