This month we will be working on story elements and we will be decoding a lot of words! Please
continue to use the Reading Log and Study Log to help your child practice nightly. It makes a big difference in
their performance at school!

The cold weather is now upon us, please make sure your child is dressed appropriately with a winter
coat (not a sweatshirt), a hat, gloves, mittens, etc. If your child is wearing a sweater you would like to them to
keep on during the day, it must fit the dress code policy- school colors (black, blue, tan, gray or white), no
designs (stripes, words, etc.), and it cannot have a hood.

Hemos terminado nuestro primer periodo en Kindergarden. Por favor este pendiente de las notas que se
enviaran pronto.

En matematica estamos contando de 10 en 10, sumando y restando
con objetos. También estamos identificando el sonido inicial y final en las palabras. Por favor continue
practicando las rimas, palabras de alta frecuencia, palabras decodificables y contando del 1-100.

First Grade News

How quickly November has gone by!! In Language Arts we have been working on all of our glued sounds all,
am, and an. We have been continuing to work on our digraphs, sh, ch, th, ck and wh. Students learned that these
two letters together make one sound. We continue to work on correct letter formation so please encourage your
child to print neatly and carefully when doing his or her homework. We have been working on the following
story elements: character, setting, problem and solution. When reading a story with your child please ask them
questions such as “who are the characters?”” and “where did the story take place?”. In math, we have been
solving addition and subtraction story problems. Please check your child’s Friday Folder each weekend and
return it to school on Monday. Every Monday our new spelling words go home. Please practice these words
each night with your child so that they are prepared for the spelling test on Friday. The colder weather is
coming so please make sure that your child remembers his/her coat, hat and gloves on those cold days.

El mes de noviembre se fue muy répido. En lenguaje hemos estado trabajando con las silabas que contienen las
letras ch, i, ce, ci y 1. En inglés estamos trabajando con los “digraphs wh, th, sh, ch, y ck”. Los estudiantes
han aprendido que estas dos letras juntas forman un solo sonido. Tambien, estamos trabajando con la forma
correcta de escribir las letras. Les pedimos que cuando los nifios hagan su tarea se enfoguen en escribir las
palabras en sus lineas. En lectura seguimos trabajando con los elementos de un cuento: personajes, escenario,
problema y solucién. Cuando los nifios lean en casa por favor pregunteles ¢Quiénes son los personajes? y
¢Ddnde esta pasando el cuento? En matematicas, hemos estado trabajando en resolver problemas de sumay
resta. Por favor, revisen la carpeta azul de su nifio/a todos los viernes y devuenvanla el proximo lunes. Todos
los lunes se envia el paquete de tarea a la casa para poder preparar a los nifios para los examenes del viernes de
ortografia, lectura y matematicas. El invierno se acerca y se les exhorta que envien a los nifios/as vestidos
apropiadamente con abrigo de invierno, gorra, y guantes.

Newsletter from the 2nd Grade

Report cards just went home and we have begun the 2nd Marking Period.

The biggest news in 2nd Grade continues to be our new phonics program called FUNdations. This is a very
strict, regimented, but fun program that will help your student with sounds, penmanship, spelling and ultimately
reading. We are sending home an intro letter each time we start a new unit...in the packet are a number of
homework pages and a page or two of explanation so that the parent can help the student. These activities are
optional, but highly recommended. They do not have to be done all at once...you should follow the pacing
guide. Your students have had the advantage of FUNdations at the first grade level...so they know a lot already.
Snow may be falling soon, and we love to play in the snow...but make sure your student keeps up with school
work...reading, math, and writing. Play with coins, look at clocks, look at environmental print (signs, papers,
labels, etc.) join the library and read some books. Learn math facts. Watch science on TV. In Math, we spent a
lot of time learning number lines, expanded form, base 10 blocks, and looking at the 100’s number chart. NOW
we are being presented with problems where we have to pick from all these helpful strategies to solve two step



word problems and to add or subtract 2 digit numbers. This is presenting some difficulties for our students, so
we will keep working on it.

Please keep checking the Friday Folders and emptying them out each weekend. Send back any papers you need
to sign.

Boletin del segundo grado

Las notas de calificaciones se fueron a casa y hemos comenzado el segundo periodo. La noticia mas importante
en segundo grado continda siendo nuestro programa Nuevo de fonética llamado Fundaciones. Este es un
programa muy estricto, reglamentado, pero divertido que ayudara a su estudiante con los sonidos, la caligrafia,
la ortografia y en Gltima instancia la lectura. Estamos enviando a casa una carta de introduccion cada vez que
empezamos una unidad nueva; en el paquete hay una serie de paginas tareas y una o dos paginas con la
explicacion para que el padre puede ayudar al estudiante. Estas actividades son opcionales, pero muy
recomendables. Ellos no tienen que hacer todo a la vez ... usted debe seguir la guia de pauta. Algunos
estudiantes han tenido la ventaja de Fundaciones en el primer nivel de grado.

La nieve puede caer pronto, y nos encanta jugar en la nieve, asegurese de que su estudiante este al dia con el
trabajo escolar; lectura, matematicas y escritura. Que cuemte monedas, diga la hora, unance a la biblioteca
publica y lea algunos libros, informativos donde pueda encontrar glosario, indice, table de contenido. Mire
programas de ciencias en la television. En matematicas, pasamos un monton de tiempo en rectas numeéricas de
aprendizaje, forma expandida, centenas, decenas, unidades y contando usando el cartel de 100 nimeros. Con los
problemas de matematicas los estudiantes tienen que elegir una estrategia para resolver problemas de various
pasos; puede ser sumar o restar digitos. Esto presenta algunas dificultades para nuestros estudiantes, por lo que
vamos a seguir trabajando en ello. Por favor revise las carpetas los viernes y vacie cada fin de semana. Devolver
todos los papeles firmados.

THIRD GRADE...

The Third Grade is well under way with our second ELA Unit. In this unit we are learning to use text evidence
to identify and explain the common themes, or morals in stories, and the central message the author is trying to
convey to the reader. We will be reading a wide variety of texts including realistic fiction, historical fiction,
biographies and fables. Some of the common themes we will focus on include; honesty, cooperation,
acceptance, courage, compassion and perseverance. Please help your child identify these themes in literature
you read at home together. In reading, we are also focusing on using context clues to figure out missing words
in paragraphs (Cloze passages). We are continuing to develop our vocabulary skills using suffixes and prefixes.
This marking period we have added two “Exemplar” texts to our curriculum. The first of these is called “14
Cows for America”. Ask your child to explain the story.

In our new math module we will continue to explore multiplication and division. It is extremely important that
all students review their facts daily. We have learned the 1 through 6 multiplication facts, are currently on the
7s, and will be moving on to the 8s and 9s after Thanksgiving. We will also explore multiplication as area,
using the Distributive Property, employing this strategy to “break apart numbers”. Students will learn to



identify and measure area and perimeter. Finally, we will further explore time as a measurement, and learn to
solve real life problems involving elapsed time.

En tercer grado ya estamos avanzando con nuestra segunda unidad en lectura. En esta unidad estamos
aprendiendo a usar evidencias del texto para identificar y explicar los temas comunes, o moralejas/lecciones en
historias, y el mensaje central que el autor quiere que nosotros aprendamos. Estaremos leyendo una variedad de
textos que incluyen, ficcidn realistica, ficcion historica, biografias y fabulas. Algunos de los temas comunes
que nos estaremos enfocando incluyen; honestidad, cooperacion, aceptacion, valentia, compasion y
perseverancia. Por favor ayude a su hija/o identificar estos temas en la literatura que lean juntos en casa. En la
lectura también estamos enfocados en usar contexto de clave para descubrir palabras que completen un parrafo.
(Pasajes de texto Cloze). Continuamos desarrollando nuestra destreza de vocabulario utilizando prefijos y
sufijos. En este nuevo periodo escolar hemos agregado dos libros “ejemplares” a nuestro plan de estudios. El
primero se titula “14 vacas para América”. Preguntele a su hijo/a que le expliquede que se trata la historia.

En nuestra unidad de Matematicas continuaremos explorando multiplicacion y divisién. Es de extrema
importancia que los estudiantes repasen las tablas de multiplicacion y los factores de division. Hemos
practicado las tablas del 1 al 6 y seguiremos con las del 7, 8 y 9 después de Accion de Gracias. Estaremos
explorando multiplicacién como area, usando la propiedad distributiva, utilizando esta estrategia para reducir un
factor en dos sumandos. (La propiedad distributiva nos afirma que la multiplicacion de un nimero por una
suma es igual a la suma de las multiplicaciones de dicho nimero por cada uno de los sumandos. Los estudiantes
estaran identificando y midiendo el area y perimetro. Finalmente, estaremos explorando el tiempo como
medida, y aprender a resolver tiempo transcurrido en situaciones de la vida real.

Our
understanding of fractions and whole numbers is continuing to expand!
