I.

Call to Order


Following the welcome, Pledge of Allegiance, and introductions, President Thomas W. Campbell called the meeting of the West Virginia Board of Education (WVBE) to order at 1:10   p.m. on November 8, 2017, in Capitol Building 6, Room 353, 1900 Kanawha Boulevard, East, Charleston, West Virginia.

Proposed Closure of Gilbert Elementary School

Following discussion regarding the amendment process, Mr. Perry moved, and Mr. Wallace seconded, that the Mingo County Board of Education's request to amend its 2010-2020 Comprehensive Educational Facilities Plan (CEFP) to include the closure of Gilbert Elementary School be approved. Policy 3234, School Calendar


Dr. Lou Maynus (distributed information), Assistant State Superintendent, Division of Teaching and Learning, presented Policy 3234 for the Board's consideration. During the 30 day comment period, nine comments were received from six individuals resulting in no change to the policy.  

Following discussion, Mr. Perry moved, and Mr. Wallace seconded, that Policy 3234 (with technical corrections requested by Mrs. Sullivan) be approved effective 30 days after approved/filed.  

Mrs. Sullivan moved that the original motion be amended to direct the Department to provide data regarding the impact of Policy 3234 on student performance.  Mr. Perry seconded Mrs. Sullivan's motion and upon the call for the question the amendment to the motion was carried unanimously.

Ms. Michele Blatt, Assistant State Superintendent, Division of Support and Accountability, introduced Ms. Vicki Shannon, Executive Assistant to First Lady Cathy Justice and Director of the West Virginia Governor's Mansion, who introduced Mr. Dale Erquiaga (distributed information), President and CEO, Ms. Jessy Cuddy, Director, Culture and Connections, Communities in Schools National Office, and Ms. Sara Irons, member of the Greenbrier County Communities in Schools.  Mr. Erquiaga addressed the Board regarding resources offered through Communities in Schools to assist in coordinating with the community – businesses, health care providers and other nonprofits – to bring outside resources inside schools and do whatever it takes to help students succeed.  Mr. Perry moved, and Mr. Wallace seconded, that the WVBE supports the creation of a pilot program or programs as endorsed by the evidenced based programs of Communities in Schools.  Upon the call for the question the motion was carried unanimously.  Ms. Shannon invited Board members to visit schools participating in this initiative. Policy 2510, Assuring the Quality of Education: 



Regulations for Education Programs


Dr. Maynus (distributed information - Hammer Paper) presented Policy 2510 for the Board's consideration. The proposed revision of Policy 2510 includes the modification of graduation credit requirements, addition of an alternate diploma, and an increased focus on career exploration.  Revisions also include, but are not limited to, changes in the Early Learning Reporting System requirements, grading scale, personalized education plans and diversity/multicultural education, inclusive of teacher training (WVBE Policy 5500.01, The Study of Multicultural Education for School Personnel, filed December 27, 1982, and effective February 27, 1983, has been incorporated into Policy 2510 and is recommended for repeal).  The proposed changes will allow more flexibility for counties in scheduling and personalizing the education of each student.  Mr. Gary Price, Superintendent of Marion County Schools, and Mr. Ryan Saxe, Superintendent of Cabell County Schools, addressed the Board regarding Policy 2510 amendments and the need for the policy's adoption no later than January 2018 to accommodate scheduling.  Superintendent Paine stated that this policy must be student centered and in the best interest of students.  Mr. Perry requested that information presented at the 2017 Fall Superintendents' Convening (addendum to attachment) be provided to all members and that 

the grading scale be amended to reflect a ten point scale that would begin with the freshman cohort.  

Dr. Wilson moved that Policy 2510, with the amended grading scale to begin with the freshman cohort as requested by Mr. Perry and inclusive of the repeal of Policy 5500.01, be placed on public comment for 30 days.  Mr. Vitale seconded the motion and upon the call for the question the motion was carried unanimously.  (Copies appended to Official Minutes, Attachment S and addenda.)

Ms. Lett was accompanied by Ms. Audrey Williams, Raleigh County Technology Integration Specialist and Apple Distinguished Educator.  Superintendent Price addressed the Board regarding the modeling of exemplary programs throughout Raleigh County. (PowerPoint appended to Official Minutes, Attachment U.)

Policy 2460, Educational Purposes and Acceptable Use of



Electronic Resources, Technologies, and the Internet

Dr. Maynus presented Policy 2460 for the Board's consideration. Policy 2460 is being amended to ensure state level expectations are clear and unequivocal with respect to child safety and acceptable use of the internet.   Revisions address outdated verbiage and gaps in the existing policy due to changes in the broader culture and advancements in technology. Other minor revisions were needed to make technical and grammatical corrections, clarify terms, and provide clarity. Throughout the policy, references to RESAs were removed per legislation dissolving RESAs as of July 1, 2018.  Ms. Heather Hutchens, general counsel to the WVDE, addressed the Board regarding a clerical error in section 5.7.b.1 in which language was inadvertently stricken and indicated there is need for several technical edits throughout the policy that must be made prior to placing the policy on comment.  Ms. Brenda Morris, Executive Director, WVDE Office of Technology and Integration Support, and Ms. Hutchens addressed questions from the Board regarding the policy and the proposed amendments.  

Mr. Perry moved, and Mr. Rotruck seconded, that Policy 2460, inclusive the corrections requested by Ms. Hutchens and the repeal of Policy 2470 and Policy 5711, be placed on public comment for 30 days.  Upon the call for the question the motion was carried unanimously.  (Copies appended to Official Minutes, Attachment R.)

Policy 5202, Minimum Requirements for the



Licensure of Professional/Paraprofessional Personnel



and Advanced Salary Classifications

Ms. Blatt presented Policy 5202 for the Board's consideration.  During the two comment periods, 115 comments were received and of those 115 comments, 17 were duplicated by one person throughout different sections of the policy leaving a total of 98 unique comments.  As a result of the comments received, and through consultation with the Policy 5202 stakeholders, seven sections of the policy were modified.

Mr. Perry moved, and Mr. Hall seconded, that Policy 5202 be approved effective 30 days after approved/filed.  Upon the call for the question the motion was carried unanimously.  (Copies appended to Official Minutes, Attachment P-1 and P-2.)   President Campbell exited the meeting; Vice President Perry called upon Chancellor Hill to provide Chancellor Reports.

Mrs. Sullivan requested an amendment under the college and career section to include additional examples of the percentage of students completing accelerated courses. Mr. Vitale seconded the amendment and upon the call for the question the amendment was approved.
