Mission

 The mission of the faculty, staff, and community of Northside High School will be to continuously instill in students the belief that they can be highly successful, now and in the future.

Community

Northside High School is located in north Jacksonville and is one of seven public high schools in Onslow County.  The school is in its twenty first year of existence and currently serves an enrollment of approximately 1200 students in grades 9 through 12 who reside within the urban school district.  By nature of its military association, Northside boasts a school population that is diverse and multi-cultural, 

but is unfortunately very transient. 

The population of Jacksonville is 81,216.  Onslow County has a population of 173,729 and operates the twelfth largest school system in North Carolina.  

Curriculum

Northside High uses the concentrated block curriculum schedule.  Students take four ninety-minute courses each semester (90 days) and thus have the opportunity to earn eight units of credit during one academic year (two semesters).  The school offers a multi-leveled curriculum.  As many as four levels of instruction are presently available for courses in some areas.  Remedial opportunities are available for students who need to improve their scholastic skills.  Honors level and Advanced Placement classes are designated with an H or an A or AP on the transcript. Northside is authorized by College Board to be an AP Capstone school, offering the opportunity for students to achieve an AP Capstone diploma.   Dual enrollment in classes at Coastal Carolina Community College is encouraged.  Credits earned through dual enrollment at the community college are either designated with a CC on the transcript or are assigned the actual community college course title and number.

All subjects and grades are included in the computation of cumulative grade point averages.  The cumulative grade point average is used to determine class rank with the rank of 1 being assigned to the highest average.  All members of the class are included in the ranking process.  Grade point averages and ranks are re-calculated at the end of each semester.

Northside High School is beginning its twenty first year of operation with the twentieth senior class having graduated in June, 2022.  Approximately 40% of the graduates are attending 4 year senior institutions, 45% are attending community/technical colleges, and the remaining 15% have plans to join the Armed Forces or seek employment.
