Sometimes newspapers will buy an article from another site. 

Assignment:

1. Find your 4 articles about the same story.

2. Print your 4 articles.

3. Annotate your 4 articles.  

4. Write a multi-page essay in which you analyze the similarities and differences of the way the stories are treated.  What bias, favoritism, prejudice is shown by the writers? What different information is featured in each article, and how does that effect meaning? Please parenthetically cite all 4 articles somewhere in your essay AND include a correctly formatted works cited.  Look this up!
