First Grade News Letter/ Boletin de primer grado

What a cold and snowy month January has been! We are hoping that this winter weather slows down a bit
for February and we can all get back into our daily routines. Our first graders have been hard at work. In
reading, we have read some wonderful stories. Our unit for the 2nd marking period focused on story
elements-characters, settings, problems, solutions, and themes. As you practice reading with your child at
home, ask them about these story elements in the books you read together. In phonics and spelling, we
have been reviewing our short vowels and consonant digraphs(sh, ch, wh, ck, th). We have also started
learning about long vowels (long a- lake, game, gate) and r controlled vowels (ar- car, barn, cart). Ask
your child about the sound tapping strategy we've been using to read and spell words. In Math, we
continue to practice addition, subtraction, and solving story problems. We have moved onto working with
larger numbers. We've also learned how to compare two numbers using the correct symbols and language
( greater than, less than, and equal to). Please make sure your child completes their homework every
night, as well as practices reading.

En
matematicas continuamos practicando problemas de suma y resta. Ahora empezaremos a aprender a
comparar dos nimeros utilizando los simbolos y el lenguaje (mayor que, menor que, e igual). Por favor
asegurense que su hijo/a complete su tarea todas las noches, asi como la lectura de practicas.

Although Non-Fiction Text Features was part of the 2nd Marking Period...they will be seen over and over
again in everything your student reads. Pointing out Bold Print and Headings and Captions will help keep
these terms fresh in their minds. Our new ELA Unit concerns Folktales...which includes Fairy Tales,
Legends, Fables, Myths and Tall Tales. This is a fun unit and there are lots of resources for everyone to
find something they enjoy. Our new Math Unit starts with measurement...rulers, yardsticks, inches, feet,
yards. The children are using a lot of hands-on activities to help them master this skill.

Some of our testing is taking place on computers in the lab. We need to have the kids learn keyboarding
and continue to work on that in the classroom as well as in the lab. If you have a computer at home, try to
find a free typing program and install it so your student can become familiar with the keyboard.

Our routines are very important...Please keep checking the Friday Folders and emptying them out each
weekend. Send back any papers you need to sign. The Daily Planner is a great place to drop a quick note,
read a note from the teacher, or to check on the Homework assignment.

Third Grade News
In reading, the students displayed their understanding of theme through a culminating group project.
Each student also partook in the MCLASS and TRC reading assessments, where their independent

fluency and reading comprehension levels were determined. We are now moving on to our nonfiction
unit. Students will be reading informational texts and examining both the features and structure found in
these texts. This includes understanding various parts of the books, such as table of contents,
photographs, captions, sidebars, diagrams, index, etc. Students will also be determining if texts contain a
description, a sequence of events, problem/solution, or cause/effect. February is black history month and
the students will be reading an assortment of biographies about famous African Americans. Students will
sequence the important events in the life of the famous black American and present their findings to the
class. If your child works on the Lexia reading program at school, please have them log on for additional
practice at home if possible. Also, just a reminder, reading logs should be completed daily and returned
to school every Friday. Twenty minutes of at home reading every night will lead to great reading success!
Our new math unit will focus on shapes and partitioning shapes. Students will be sorting and classifying
shapes based on attributes, such as number of sides and angles, parallel lines, square corners, etc.
Students will then be partitioning shapes into equal parts. We will concentrate on one whole, halves,
thirds, fourths, sixths, and eighths. To represent fractions, students will be using pattern blocks, fraction
towers, fraction strips, and number lines. Students will be expected to compare and order fractions after
several learning experiences. Please continue to practice addition, subtraction, multiplication, and
division facts daily at home.

En Lectura los estudiantes estan trabajando en su conocimiento del tema atreves del proyecto culminante.
Cada estudiante ha tomado uno examenes de lectura MCLASS, IDEL y TRC para determinar su nivel
independiente de la fluencia y comprension. Para nuestra proxima unidad estaremos trabajando con
lectura no ficticia (textos realistico) Los estudiantes estaran leyendo textos informaticos y determinando
las caracteristicas y estructuras encontrada en estos textos. Esto incluye, entender las diferentes partes de
un libro, como; tabla de contenido, fotografias, subtitulos, barras de informacidn, diagramas, indices, etc.
Los estudiantes también estaran determinando si el texto contiene descripciones, secuencia de eventos,
problema/solucion, o causa y evento. En Febrero celebramos el mes de la historia Afroamericana.
Estaremos leyendo biografias acerca de Afroamericanos famosos que han contribuido a nuestra cultura.
Presentaran sus biografias al resto de la clase. Si su hijo/a participa del programa de LEXIA, haga que su
nifio también participe en la casa en su computadora si es posible. Asegurese que su hijo/a lea por 20
minutos diario y complete su hoja de lectura.

Nuestra unidad de Matematicas se enfoca en figuras geométricas y fracciones. Los estudiantes estaran
clasificando las figuras de acuerdo a sus atributos, como; cantidad de lados, angulos, lineas paralelas,
esquinas cuadradas etc. Los estudiantes también estaran dividiendo las figuras en partes iguales.
Exploraremos las fracciones entera, mitad, un tercio, un cuarto, sextos y octavos. Para representar
fracciones los estudiantes utilizaran, bloques de diez, torres de fracciones, barras de fracciones y rectas



numéricas. Los estudiantes deberan comparar y ordenar las fracciones después de varias practicas. Por
favor contintien practicando la tabla de multiplicacion, la suma y resta de factores, diariamente.
