With the excitement of all the snow that has fallen, we are finally
getting back into our routine. In reading, we have just finished out unit on fiction stories which we
concentrated on story elements (character, setting, problem and solution). We are beginning to work on
non-fiction stories and non-fiction biographies in conjunction with celebration of Black History Month
and President’s Day. In language arts, the concentration has been on controlled R — ar, or, ir, ur. We are
also going to work on writing informational pieces in order to include introduction, details and a
conclusion. For math, we are beginning to learn about shapes, (two and three dimensional), measurement,
time and organizational data; such as charts, tables and tallies. Be sure to practice the word lists that are
sent home. And as always, continue to read with your child nightly along with completing the assigned
homework in order to assist in your child’s educational success.

Fifth Grade News

In reading and language arts, the students will begin Unit 3 by reading a variety of poems, historical
fiction and realistic fiction. In this unit, the students will have an opportunity to think and reflect about the
person they want to see when they look in the mirror. February is “Black history Month”. Fifth graders
will learn and celebrate famous African Americans that have had an impact in society.

Fifth graders are excited to be going to the Palace Theater on February 24th to see a live space feed from
Rick Mastracchio a famous NASA Astronaut born and raised in Waterbury, CT. The students will have a
chance to ask him questions.
