20 Hyperbole- This strategy consists of exaggerating some part of a statement in order to give it emphasis or focus.  Example: There are more reasons for NASA to fund a trip to Jupiter than there are miles in the journey.
21 Understatement- This is a rhetorical strategy in which the force of a descriptive statement is less than what one would normally expect. In some cases, repeated use of understatement can lull a reader into a sense of calm. It can also be used for humorous effect or to make a reader come to his own conclusion. Example:  Whatever his faults, Sir Isaac Newton did have a fairly good mind for science. 

22 Litotes- This is similar to understatement and emphasizes its point by using a word opposite to the condition. Ex: That store is not in the most convenient location.

23 Antithesis- This rhetorical strategy makes use of a contrast in language to bring out a contrast in ideas. It is a specific type of juxtaposition: the juxtaposition of opposites.  Ex: I speak not from ignorance, but from experience. War is not fought to achieve joy, but rather to avoid pain. 

24 Simile- This is a device in which the writer compares two things that are already somewhat related – often using “like” or “as,” but not always.  EX: The night is gentle and quiet; so too, is my love for her. You should sing tonight as a bird in spring. 

25 Metaphor- This device speaks of one thing as though it actually were another. EX: MLK was truly a king among men. She had the smile of a newborn baby. A teacher has access to the most precious of commodities:  the fertile soil of a young mind. 

26 Analogy- This strategy could also be called a pragmatic simile. It is a comparison of arguments in which a complex argument is explained by discussing a similar, less complicated argument. EX; “When your enemy comes to you in pain, you must do whatever is in your power to help ease that pain. For when a child comes to you in pain, do you not do everything you can?”
27 Allusion- this is a reference to some fairly well-known event, place, or person. Like an analogy, this can be a shortcut to help a reader understand something. EX: Only you and Tom Sawyer could think of a plan like that.

28 Examples/Exemplum- This is one of the most often used rhetorical devices. It gives support to an argument by illustrating a point with specifics.
29 Chiasmus- This is a figure of speech by which the order of the terms in the first of two parallel clauses is reversed in the second. It is named after the Greek letter chi (x), indicating a "criss-cross" arrangement of terms. Adjective: chiastic. EX: "Love makes time pass; time makes love pass." This one is both a chiasmus and antithesis: "You can give without loving,
but you cannot love without giving."  — Amy Carmichael

30 Asyndeton- This is a rhetorical term for a writing style that omits conjunctions between words, phrases, or clauses. Its purpose is to give the piece a fast pace and movement. EX: "He was a bag of bones, a floppy doll, a broken stick, a maniac."
31 Polysyndeton- This is a rhetorical term for a sentence style that employs many coordinating conjunctions. EX: "By seven o'clock the orchestra has arrived, no thin five-piece affair, but a whole pitful of oboes and trombones and saxophones and viols and cornets and piccolos, and low and high drums.
32 Zeugma- This is a device in which two unexpected items in a sentence are linked together by a shared word. EX: The runner lost his race and his scholarship. He won the lottery and new friends.

33 Satire- This is making fun of something in order to bring change. Often a writer uses exaggeration and incongruity while creating this. 

34 Parody- This is an imitation of a known work. 

35 Allegory- This is a form of extended metaphor, in which objects, persons, and actions in a narrative, are equated with the meanings that lie outside the narrative itself. The underlying meaning has moral, social, religious, or political significance, and characters are often personifications of abstract ideas as charity, greed, or envy.

36 Pastoral-This is a class of literature that presents the society of shepherds as free from the complexity and corruption of city life.

37 Elegy- This is a type of literature defined as a song or poem that expresses sorrow or lamentation, usually for one who has died. 

38 Parable- This is a brief and often simple narrative that illustrates a moral or religious lesson.  

39 Farce- This is a  comedy which aims at entertaining the audience by means of unlikely, extravagant, and improbable situations, disguise and mistaken identity.
