Using the BYKI flash cards
The BYKI flashcards provide a convenient and quick way to review your Pingry French vocabulary.  If you are one who has trouble spelling, they can be an invaluable tool for practicing spelling. If you have trouble pronouncing, you will be glad to know that Mrs. Roxbury has recorded all the words.  Whenever you see a new word, you also hear it pronounced. There are three ways to use the cards: preview, recognize, produce.  You haven’t really mastered a word until you can produce it yourself. In preview mode, the words are displayed with their English equivalents.  In recognize mode, you see the French word and have to supply the English word.  If you want, you can then type the French word.  To make accents, press the up arrow  (↑) on your keyboard after you have entered a letter.  Keep pressing the up arrow until you find the accent you want.  The program will not accept the word as correct until you have all the proper accents.  In produce mode, you see the English and must produce the French.

Getting started.  To use the BYKI cards you will have to go to www.BYKI.com to download the free program onto your computer.  It takes some time to do this.  Once you have downloaded the program, go to Mrs. Roxbury’s website http://faculty.pingry.k12.nj.us/jroxbury.  From there you can click on the BYKI lists.  Find the one you want to use, double click it, and your new free download will open the program.  Follow the instructions to get started.
