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“The Scramble for Africa”
1. The Berlin Conference (1884-1885): 
14 European nations met in Berlin, Germany to prevent conflict over territory in Africa. There they laid down the rule for the partition (division) of Africa by notifying other nations of its claims and showing it could control the area. By 1914, Liberia and Ethiopia were the African countries that remained free from European control.
