Aware - Be aware of your needs and the needs of those around you. One of our essential questions this year is, “What is our obligation to ourselves and others?” Start considering your answer now, every day, in our class and around campus.

Responsible – Your education is your right and responsibility; own it with pride. Keep track of class due dates and always complete your best work. Leave our classroom better than you found it and leave personal business at the door.
Academic success

All students are expected to give their best effort and participate in all class assignments, activities, and discussions. Students are to come prepared daily. Items to be brought to class include: completed homework, student handbook, interactive notebook, and class materials.
During the Intervention/Priority Period, the same class 
expectations and/or consequences apply.

Class Policies and Procedures

Grades

A straight point system is used. Grades are computed by dividing total points possible into the total of student earned points. The following grade percentages are as follows

100-90%= A    89-80%=B    79-70%=C   60-69%=D   Below 60%=F

Points are earned through participation, quizzes, notebook, tests, essays, and projects. Grades are posted on Homelink. It is each student’s responsibility to keep track of their own progress as well as double check the grades for accuracy.

Homelink

Homelink is a great resource and it is important that both students and parents/guardians sign up for Homelink access. Homelink access will allow you to view class assignments, announcements, check attendance, and grades. Refer to the student handbook.

Interactive Notebook
Students are required to have a spiral notebook (sheets 8½ x 11 inches) that you must bring to class every day.  Students will record notes, complete assignments and paste worksheets and handouts in this notebook.  It will become an ever-growing resource and study guide for this course.  Students will turn this notebook in, for a grade, several times throughout the term.

Late Work Policy for Major Assignments

Late Work Policy for Daily Short Term Assignments

Homework and daily in class work can be made up for full credit- only if the absence is excused. You have two days for each day you were absent to complete and turn in make-up work . However, sometimes life happens.  To that end, you are allowed two late assignments per semester, no questions asked. A late pass must be attached to assignment. Remember obtaining make-up work is the student’s responsibility.

All missed exams or quizzes are required to be completed promptly.

Students caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero on the test or assignment. No late passes will be granted during the grading semester.
