	Abstract / Summary of lesson:
Students will learn how to recognize, treat minor medical emergencies and apply first aid to the emergency

	Students will be able to: 

· Describe Medical Emergencies
· Classify Medical Emergencies according to their severity

· Learn proper treatment for medical emergencies

· List main types of  bandaging and wound dressings
· Simulate medical emergencies and treat accordingly
· Locate injured site & describe the correct treatment, care, bandaging, and wound dressing for that site

OPENER:
	Motivation:
Hold up first aid equipment, show it to the class and ask students if they know what this is and does anyone have one in their home. Then ask if they would like to learn how to use it in order to save peoples lives. Show a medical emergency video.

	Day 1 Week 1 
· Lecture on medical emergencies using elmo or power point for visuals
· Discuss & question reading assignment on medical emergencies
· Explain what a medical emergency is and classify the emergency 

· Demonstrate & show how to judge the severity of different medical emergencies
Day 2
· Lecture on medical emergency articles students brought to class, and introduce the proper treatment needed for each case use elmo or power point for visuals
· Explain the proper treatment needed for each medical emergency
· Show examples of treatment and have students participate
Day 3

· Lecture and review of mock emergency treatment videos students brought to class, cont. lecture on types of  bandaging and wound dressings use pictures,  elmo or power point for visuals
· Explain each type  of bandages and first aid dressings
· Discuss how each bandage and dressing is used for first aid emergencies
· Demonstrate how to use each bandage and dressing for each first aid emergency
Day 3cont. 4 start
· Lecture and review students bandaging pictures, cont. lecture on previous learned medical emergencies and how students will practice simulation of each
· Discuss and show students how to simulate a medical emergency using visuals on elmo, or video
· Explain how this simulation will help them learn and instill their previous learned knowledge of medical and first aid treatment
· Demonstrate and show how a simulated emergency will be set up and show the students how to choose the correct treatment
Day 4 cont
· Lecture and review a bit on all the medical emergencies and treatments the students have learned so far this week, using videos, visuals

· Discuss how the students will be tested on their learned knowledge and skills

· Explain how each student must perform a particular skill 
· Demonstrate and show the students how they will be performing a particular skill for testing purposes

	Day 1 Activity
·  Students will break up into small groups and classify medical emergencies and demonstrate their actions towards classifying
Day 2 Activity
· Students break up into groups and demonstrate how to treat different medical emergencies
Day 3 Activity

· Students break up into groups, and practice bandaging and wound dressing treatment for first aid emergencies
 Day 4 Activity
· Teacher gives students medical emergency situations and  pretend they are in a real life emergency situation  

· Students break up in groups and begin simulating the medical emergency and administering the correct first aid treatment teacher will correct mistakes along the way
Day 4cont.
· Teacher will give student a medical emergency scenario skill test and have student treat and administer the situation  



	ASSESSMENT/
EVALUATION

	Day 1
· Evaluation: students will be evaluated on how well they know and classify medical emergencies and asked to explain it to the teacher
Day 2
· Evaluation: students will demonstrate how to take care and give the correct treatment to various medical emergencies
Day 3

· Evaluation: students will verbally explain and demonstrate how to use each bandage and wound dressing technique
Day 4 

· Evaluation:  Student s will be evaluated by the teacher on their correct simulation, first aid treatment to the individuals, and how well they explain the  first aid treatment given, teacher will give correct feed back
Day 4 cont.
· Evaluation: Student will be evaluated and graded on their treatment of the medical scenario they were given to treat

	CLOSURE

	Day 1

· Review medical emergencies and classifying them 

· HW: tell students to bring an article of a medical emergency they have learned about to share with class for next class meeting
Day 2

· Review the proper treatment needed for medical emergencies 
· HW: have students bring a video of themselves practicing and administering mock treatment for any mock medical emergency to someone to share next class meeting

Day 3 

· Review bandage and dressing techniques with class teacher can briefly demonstrate each or have a brave student demonstrate to the whole class

· HW: students must practice bandaging or wound treatment types on someone bring picture of treatment
Day 4

· Review the simulated first aid treatments that the students gave and ask them if each did the correct procedures and or treatments
· HW have students review all medical emergencies and first aid treatment they have learned and be prepared to be tested on their skill and knowledge
Day 4 cont.
· Review a few of the simulations with the students and ask them if they feel they administered the correct treatment
· Have students discuss and share with each other their medical scenarios, gaining in site for their knowledge
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
