PREREQUISITE:
A grade of C- or better in Integrated Math I
DESCRIPTION:
The purpose of Mathematics II is to formalize and extend the mathematics that 
students learned in Mathematics I.  The critical areas deepen and extend understanding of quadratic relationships, in part by contrasting them with exponential functions, and in part by applying linear models to data that exhibit a  trend.  Mathematics I uses properties and theorems involving right triangles, circles, and surface area/volume to deepen and extend understanding of geometric knowledge from prior grades, while introducing statistical probability.
COURSE GOALS:
Key skills and concepts, as outlined by the California Common Core Standards, are 
addressed as students learn to:

· Analyze functions using different representations

· Interpret functions that arise in applications in terms of the context.
· Represent and solve quadratic equations and inequalities graphically
· Understand exponential equations as a model of growth and decay
· Utilize trigonometry to determine patterns and similarity in right triangles
· Experiment with and calculate the surface area and volume of 3D objects
· Solve various problems in relation to theorems about circles
· Determine the likelihood of various events
