CLASSROOM RULES
1. No food, gum or candy in class.

2. Follow all directions the first time they are given.

3. Respect the rights, space and property of others

4. Be prepared for class each day with the necessary supplies and completed assignments.

5. Speak only at appropriate times.

6. Get permission from the instructor to leave your seats for any reason.

7. Cursing, name-calling, teasing and “put-downs” are never appropriate or tolerated.

8. Upon the entering the classroom, go directly to your seat and be ready to work when 

     the bell rings.

9. Students will be marked tardy if not in the classroom when the bell rings.
10. Students will be allowed to go to the restroom with teacher’s permission if they have their school 

      agenda, but are not allowed to get any food or drinks from the vending machines. Students will 
      have a 10 minute time limit in the restroom. If they take longer, they will lose the privilege for 
      the remainder of the grading period. The restroom will not be used as a way to get out of 

      doing work and will not be consistently permitted for the first 10 minutes of class time.
11. Following school policy, students are not allowed to use IPods, MP3 devices and/or cell 

      phones during class time. If used, they will be confiscated and turned into the office.
12. Notebooks will be used to copy notes and work on warm ups. These will be collected at the end 
      of every grading period for participation points toward each student’s grade. This way, students 
      will not misplace or lose their example problems and notes, as it will be accounted for on a daily 
      basis. Several of these may be needed to cover the entire year and they are available at the Ayala 
      Student Store, as well as such stores as Staples, Wal-Mart, 99-cent Store, etc. Having this 

      notebook daily will be part of their participation grade.
13. As per board policy:

All assignments will be put on an Assignment Calendar available in the front of the classroom.
When 3 missing assignments have been recorded, the student’s casecarrier will be notified. 
When 5 missing assignments have been recorded, the student’s home will be contacted.
