Welcome to my Geometry class!  I hope that you have had a great holiday break and that you are ready to embark upon an exciting adventure of learning.  The topics in Geometry will be illustrated and demonstrated on the promethean board along with the use of the school tablets, graphing calculators and any other applicable and available technology.  These topics will be presented to the entire class, to individuals, and/or to groups as determined by the degree of difficulty of the material, the learning styles of the students, and the composition of the class.  The following information provides a general overview of the course and classroom policies and procedures that you will be expected to follow.  Please review this information and have your parent/guardian sign and return the contract for the syllabus by Thursday, August 22, 2019.
Course Description:
This course is for college preparatory students who have successfully completed Algebra I and are average to above average in mathematical ability. This course covers the mathematical aspects of shapes and their properties. There is extensive work on reasoning skills and abstract ideas, and many connections are made to algebra and real-world situations.  An in-depth study of geometry is provided through problem solving and application.  Emphasis is placed upon the use of the school tablet and the graphing calculator.  Independent study is required.
Required Materials:
The student will need the following supplies for this class:  school tablet, notebook paper, and pencils.

Test Extra Credit and Late Homework:

The Schoology Test Review assignment will be incorporated PRIOR to all unit tests.  These assignments will be used for individual test preparation and extra credit on the test.  Late homework assignments will be accepted within 5 school days for 60% instead of the full 100%.

Make up Work:

If you are absent from class, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed.  Make-up work due to excused absences must be completed within five (5) days of returning to school.  All classwork must be made up after school.    You must check with me in order to schedule a time to make up any test.  It is very important to get your work made up as quickly as possible.  All missed assignments are recorded as a zero (0) until they are completed. 
Classroom Policies & Procedures:
· All Chester High School rules will be enforced (Dress Code, Tardy, Cell Phone, etc.).

· Report to class on time in the proper attire.
· Bring your all class materials to class each day.  (tablet, textbook, notebook, paper and pencils) 

· Be in your seat and ready to work when the tardy bell rings.

· Demonstrate appropriate behavior at all times.  Keep a positive attitude!
· Take notes, participate in classroom discussions, and ask questions for clarity.
· You are expected to do math work in pencil only.

· No eating, drinking, sleeping, or personal grooming is allowed in the classroom.

· Calculators need to be returned prior to the end of the block and desks should be neat before leaving.
Consequences:
1. First offense – Verbal warning; incident documented.
2. Second offense – Student/Teacher Conference.
3. Third offense – Thirty (30) minute after school detention and parent contacted.

4. Fourth offense – Referral to the office.

5. Automatic fifteen (15) minute after school detention for no textbook in class.

6. Severe disruptions result in student being sent immediately to the office.
*After school detentions must be served within five (5) school days after the assignment of the detention.  Not showing up for your detention results in an automatic referral.

Tardies: 
Tardiness to class is unacceptable.  If you arrive to class after the tardy bell, you are considered tardy.  Consequences for excessive tardies will be based on Chester High School’s Tardy Policy.  
Bathroom Policy:

Bathroom and water fountain needs should be taken care of between classes.  Only students who have a medical excuse on file in the office will be permitted to go during class.  Emergency situations will be taken into consideration at the teacher’s discretion.
