II.  Class Material- a Geometry Textbook will be assigned to each student.   The student will be responsible for any loss or damage to the text (this includes writing).  Textbooks need to be brought to class daily.  There is an online book available at:
· www.ConnectED.mcgraw-hill.com
Username and Password will be the same for all school logins.
III.  Student Supplies- Notebook, Paper, Pencils, Pens, Scientific Calculator with a fraction key. These are required daily for successful participation.  Graphing calculators will be available for use in class when required. Cell phones will not be used as calculators.
IV.  Course Rationale- Geometry is a one-year course designed to teach the student to use deductive reasoning and to acquire knowledge of geometric properties.  The course provides one unit of credit and prepares the student for Algebra II and/or Trigonometry.  Before enrolling in this course, students should have a full understanding of concepts taught in Algebra 1.    

V.  Course Description- Geometry is concerned with the rigorous study of geometric figures using the principles of inductive and deductive reasoning.  Specific objectives of the class include a review of the properties of the real numbers and inquiry into the principles of logical inference, helping the student to better understand the nature of a mathematical system and to develop powers of spatial visualization.  This course provides a large number of geometric theorems that may be useful in a wide variety of technical and scientific occupations and some study of formal proofs.  A scientific calculator is needed for this course.
VI.  Course Objectives- Student will be able to:

1.  Develop an understanding of the basic elements of geometry.

2.  Use logical thought and deductive reasoning in a variety of situations, including the proofs of formal theorems.

3.  Develop an understanding of properties of parallel lines and various triangles.

4.  Identify the corresponding parts of congruent and similar triangles and use appropriate theorems to solve problems related to them.

5.  Develop an understanding of various convex polygons and the theorems associated with them.

6.  Develop an understanding of the basic properties of right triangles and circles.

7.  Calculate the area, perimeter, and volume of two- and three-dimensional figures.

8.  Develop the ability to draw, sketch, construct, and interpret plane spatial figures.

Chapter tests will be given at the end of each unit. Quizzes will be given at least once per chapter as a mid-chapter review.  A notebook will be compiled throughout each unit including vocabulary, theorems, examples and skill practice.   All work should be completed in pencil with proper steps of work shown.  Late work will be accepted according to the handbook policy.  
Tests are individual assessments, and therefore, require no communication between students.  Any communication during the test will be viewed as cheating and points will be deducted accordingly. 
Re-Tests are allowed when the following criterion are met:

· All practice work required for that chapter is 100% completed

· Taken within two weeks (14 calendar days) of the original assessment.
· It is not the final or EOC.

There are daily skill practice assignments with answers and explanations the following day before new material is presented.  Periodically, skill practice will be assessed for a grade.   In case of absence, it is the students’ responsibility to practice the skill and/or get assistance in learning the skill in a timely manner.   

I enter scores in PowerSchool within a week of grading and recording in my grade book. Approximately, every 6 weeks, I will contact parents/guardians of students with a grade of less than 60% via email or phone.  
All students have the option of attending academic assistance scheduled most days after school and before school when coordinated with me. Tiger time is also available for intervention.
