1. Go Shopping

· An activity for the application domain is to have students go shopping. They can do this in a real store with their parents, or teachers can set up a fake store with prices for several items. Depending on the age of the students, teachers can use whole numbers or decimals. Give each student an amount of money that they can use and have them purchase whatever items they would like. They will add the prices of the items as they shop and subtract their totals from the amounts of money that they have left. Older students may also calculate appropriate sales tax for an extra challenge.

Geometry Dictionary

· A math activity that demonstrates the comprehension level of Bloom's Taxonomy is a geometry dictionary. For this project, students will create a reference guide that lists different geometry terms and gives their definitions. Students will use this dictionary to comprehend and understand the meaning of different terms.

Temperature

· This activity will fall under a higher category of Bloom's Taxonomy: analyzing. Students record temperatures for two weeks. They display their data on graphs, analyze it and then make predictions on the weather for the future week. Basing their estimations on the prior two weeks worth of data, the students use higher thinking skills to create their guesses. They have to look at trends and analyze the conditions to complete this activity. Try and do this activity at a time of the year such as early spring when the conditions are not consistent.
