	Lesson steps:

1. Start the lesson: Monday/Wednesday/Friday (Activating Strategies): Today we will begin the lesson with a review of summarizing and main idea. Then we will preview the literary term of the day, go over the vocabulary for 7th grade The Bear Boy on page 190/ 8th grade The Governess and The Ninny pgs. 742/758. We will preview the selection, read, and discuss as a whole group. 
2. Tuesday/Thursday (Activating Strategies) Today we will review last week’s six literary terms and preview the next 8 terms for the next two weeks for our literary terms notebook. Continue reading our selection for the week.
3. Presentation: Monday/Wednesday/Friday:  I will go over the vocabulary for our selection on page 190 7th grade/ 742 and 758 8th grade. We will beginning reading and discussing the selection for 7th grade 192-195/ 8th grade742-750 , while working on plot, conflict, dialogue, motives, and mood. 

4. Presentation: Tuesday/Thursday:  I will preview and give examples of the 8 literary terms and definitions. We will continue working in our literary centers.
5.  Guided practice: Monday/Wednesday/Friday: We will continue reading and connecting our literary terms to the selection.
6. Tuesday/Thursday:  I will check their self-selected reading. I will give examples of at least 2 of the 8 terms on the board (definition, illustration, neatness, creativity, and connection). 
7. Independent practice: Monday/Wednesday/Friday: The students will begin working in their vocabulary and literary terms centers. They will be using layered curriculum to enforce what they learned while reading and discussing the selection.

8. Tuesday/Thursday: The students will begin working on the literary terms notebook independently in the computer lab.

9.   Evaluation: Monday/Wednesday/Friday:  I will monitor the students to make sure they are on track with their group and independent work. Each student will get a grade for their finished product.

10. Tuesday/Thursday: I will circulate around the room to make sure the students are working independently on their 8 terms. I will give each student a grade on class work, group work, and homework daily.
11.  Closure: Ticket-Out-the-Door/ The students will have to present something new that they have learned today or Give the answer to the EQ on the board in order to line up to go to their next class.
