Ligniere (lean yair)—drunkard friend of Cyrano’s; singer of satiric songs

Duenna (dwen nuh)—Roxane’s chaperone

Christian de Neuvillette (duh new vuh let)—a new member of the guards

Richelieu (ree shuh lou)—the powerful Cardinal (not actually a character)

Montfleury (moan flu ree)—a bad actor

Jodelet (joe duh lay)—a comedian

Lise (lease)—Ragueneau’s flirtatious wife

Cuigy (kwee jee)—a young dandy

Brissaille (bri sail)—another dandy

Capuchin (cap uh chuhn)—a Franciscan friar

Marquis (mar kee)—a high-ranking gentleman; a dandy
