GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS FOR THE CLASS OF 2012:

Students at BOLD Public Schools will be required to complete a course of study approved by the District Board of Education.  This includes 24 credits during Grades 9, 10, 11, and 12 in required courses and electives.  In addition to their course work, beginning in the fall of 1996, students entering the ninth grade will be given the Minnesota Comprehension Assessment (MCA II) tests as directed by the State of Minnesota and will need to successfully pass these tests to receive a diploma.

Students who do not pass these tests or who do not earn the required number of credits will not graduate and will not be allowed to participate in graduation exercises.

2012-2013 Test Results:

Testing/Assessment Program:

BOLD Schools use the state testing requirements as set forth by the State of Minnesota.   Minnesota Comprehensive Achievement (MCA III) Reading and Math Tests are given in Grades 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, and 8.  The GRAD writing test is given in Grade 9. The MCA III Reading test is given in Grade 10.  The MCA II Math and Science tests are given in Grade 11.  Students (graduating class 2008-2009) who do not pass the Basic Skills Tests (BST) are given the opportunity to test again each year through Grade 12.  Passing the Basic Skills Test (2009) or MCA II test for the graduating class of 2010 and beyond is a requirement for graduation.
The District uses the computerized Northwest Evaluation Assessment (NWEA).  These tests (Reading, Math, and Language Usage) were given to all students in Kindergarten through 8.  The test was given twice, once in the fall, and again in the spring.  The NWEA Test will provide information to the staff and to help students succeed.  
Students whose first language is not English are tested with Tests of Emerging Academic English (TEAE), Mathematics Test for English Language Learners (MTELL), Minnesota Student Oral Language Observation Matrix (MN SOLOM).

9th grade students are given the IDEAS Interest Inventory Test as part of a careers unit.  This is used to help them explore careers they may have an interest in. 

The 10th graders will be taking the Career Occupational Preference System (COPS) and the Minnesota Careers Information System (MNCIS) Tests as a part of the new careers course in 10th grade Social Studies.  This test consists of interest inventory, career ability, and measuring work values as they relate to a career.   

11th graders have the option of taking the Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test (PSAT).  This test is used for college entrance and also to qualify for the National Merit Scholastic Qualifying test.  The American College Test (ACT) is available for juniors and seniors which can be a requirement for entrance to a four-year college.  The juniors will also be taking the ASVAB Test given by the military, in which will identify students’ interests as they relate to careers.

Completed Goals for 2012-2013:

· Continue working with neighboring districts in exploring ways to share resources and programs.  Possible areas include but are not limited to shared classes, and advanced placement classes.

2. The district has revamped the staff development process and created a better procedure for staff’s request to attend workshops and trainings.
