LCHS DUAL CREDIT COURSES

Student Eligibility 

To be eligible for a Dual Credit Scholarship, a student must: 

( Be a Kentucky resident; and 

( Be enrolled in a Kentucky public high school; and 

( Be enrolled in an eligible dual credit course at a participating postsecondary institution; and 

( Complete a 30-minute college success counseling session each year of scholarship eligibility. 

Eligible students may be awarded funds for up to two (2) classes over the course of their high school career. Once a DCS is awarded for a dual credit course, the course shall count toward the student’s course limit, even if the student subsequently withdraws or fails the course. DCS funds may not be used for remedial or developmental coursework, or to repeat failed or withdrawn dual credit coursework. 
LCHS students must meet college and career readiness benchmarks to enroll in a dual credit course.**  Once a student has used all of his/her scholarship money, then that student must pay the current dual credit rate in order to receive college credit for a course.  
If a student receives a final dual credit course grade lower than a “C”, then he/she may need to retake that course in college.

Students must have approval from the principal in order to enroll in an online course.
AGRICULTURE

**There is a possibility of an early bird agriculture class or a dual credit class during Academic Time being offered.  If you are interested, you must see Mr. Thomas or Ms. Bivens immediately.

Principles of Agriculture – Part 1 (58201)




½ credit/Grade 9
This course provides instruction in the foundations of the various segments of the agricultural industry.  Agricultural career opportunities will be emphasized.  Animal science, plant and land science, leadership and agricultural safety will be the focus of the curriculum.  The selection and planning of a supervised agricultural experience program and related record keeping will be presented.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Students will receive personal guidance and counseling with preparatory instructional program selection.  It is recommended that you sign up for Principles of Agriculture Part 2 to complete your year of agriculture instruction.

Principles of Agriculture – Part 2 (58202)




½ credit/Grade 9

This course provides instruction in the foundations of the various segments of the agricultural industry.  Agricultural career opportunities will be emphasized.  Agribusiness, Global Agriculture, Technology, and agricultural advancement will be the focus of the curriculum.  The selection and planning of a supervised agricultural experience program and related record keeping will be presented.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Students will receive personal guidance and counseling with preparatory instructional program selection.  It is recommended that you sign up for Principles of Agriculture Part 1 to complete your year of agriculture instruction.

Agriscience – Part 1 (58211)






½ credit/Grade 10
This course is designed for student in their second year of high school interested in agriculture.  This course covers more in-depth principles of agriculture.  This course is designed for students to do more reading, writing, and speaking.  Content may be enhanced by utilizing appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Topics to be covered will be, but are not limited to FFA, Small Animal Technology, Job Skills, Animal Science, Agribusiness, Plant & Soil Science, Natural Resource Issues, Landscaping, and Ag Sales.  It is recommended that you pair this class with Agriscience Part 2 to complete your year of agriculture instruction.

Agriscience-Part 2 (58212)






½ credit/Grade 10
This course is designed for student in their second year of high school interested in agriculture.  This course covers more in-depth principles of agriculture.  This course is designed for students to do more reading, writing, and speaking.  Content may be enhanced by utilizing appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Topics to be covered will be, but are not limited to Agriculture Mechanics, Aquaculture, Entomology, Global Ag, Environmental Issues, Farm Management, Greenhouse Technology, SAE Records, Ag Issues, and Public Speaking.  Agricultural career opportunities will be emphasized in each class.  It is recommended that you pair this class with Agriscience Part 1 to complete your year of agriculture instruction.

	Animal Science (5823) 




                                   1 credit/Grades 11-12

      Animal Science develops basic knowledge and skills pertaining to livestock identification, selection, nutrition, reproduction and genetics, health management, and marketing of one or more species of farm animals.  The latest biotechnological applications will be included.  The content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program. 

Small Animal Technology and Veterinary Technology (5861)
                       1 credit/Grades 11-12

     Small Animal Technology develops scientific knowledge and skills pertaining to nutrition, health, general care, and breeds of identification for small animals such as dogs, cats, and rabbits.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Equine science develops knowledge and skill pertaining to breed identification and selection, anatomy, physiology, nutrition, genetics, and reproductive management, training principles, grooming, health disease, parasite control and sanitation practices.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.    Each student will be expected to have an agricultural experience program. 

     The goal of Veterinary Technology is to prepare students for post-secondary education and/or a career in the field of veterinary medicine.  Students, by participating in decision-making, problem solving, and career related activities, students leave the program with the employability and technical skills needed to succeed in the workplace and/or further education.  Topics to be covered are:  Safety & Sanitation, Veterinary Terminology, Anatomy & Physiology, Clinical Exams, Hospital Procedures, Parasitology, Office management, Posology, Laboratory Techniques, Animal Nutrition, Principles of Disease, Animals in Society, Career Exploration and Animal Management.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.
Leadership development will be provided through FFA.

Food Science & Technology (5820)                                                                   1 credit/Grades 11-12
    Food Technology introduces the issues of food production, nutrition, food chemistry and the development of food products in a global society.  The government regulations regarding foods and the exploration of career opportunities will also be covered.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.
Crop Technology (5841)

                                                                      1 credit/Grades 11-12

     Greenhouse Technology provides instruction in greenhouse structures and greenhouse environment regulations.  Plant growth and development and propagation are included as well as production and maintenance of bedding and container produced plants.  Fundamental principles of vegetable production and commercial production of vegetable crops may be included.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate technology.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.
Small Power & Equipment (5829)                                                                             1 credit/Grades 11-12

                 This course is designed to develop skills in maintenance, repair, and operation of equipment, small combustion-type engine and electric motors.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program. 

 *(This course will be offered in 2018-19)

Agricultural Structures and Designs (5832) 

                                       1 credit/Grades 11-12


This course prepares students to evaluate, design and construct agricultural structures.  Students learn to design, evaluate and interpret construction plans and calculate a bill of materials. The skills learned in the Agricultural Construction Skills 

(Ag Mechanics) course may be incorporated to construct an agricultural structure.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have an agricultural experience program.  It is recommended that students complete the Agricultural Construction Skills (Ag Mechanics) course prior to enrolling.  

Must have teacher approval to enroll.

Ag Construction Skills (5862)                                                                                           1 credit/Grade 12

 Prepares students to construct and maintain agricultural structures and equipment.  Develops basic skills such as: tool identification, interpreting plans, calculating a bill of materials, electrification, carpentry, welding, metal fabrication, plumbing and masonry.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.  This course may be extended to two credits offered on a two-hour basis provided that instruction in enhanced with laboratory experience, project construction, and in-depth skill development.  

Pre-requisite:  Ag Structures and Design, Small Power and Equipment or other agricultural mechanics class.

Agricultural Business/Farm Management (5857)                                                    1 credit/Grades 11-12
This course introduces the free enterprise system, the study of economic principles, risk management, business law, budgets, finance, recordkeeping, and careers in agribusiness.  Basic skills will be developed to manage a farm or agribusiness.  Material will include:  managing production/inventory, equipment, credit and taxes, market analysis and developing a business/farm plan.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Agricultural Sales and Marketing (5859)                                                                1 credit/Grades 11-12
This course provides an introduction to agricultural sales and marketing, including.  Course material will include: competition in the agriculture market place, marketing decisions, types of markets, contracting, government programs and regulations, personal development, employee and employer responsibilities, communications, promotion strategies, records, files, purchasing materials, stocking, selling and business account procedures.  Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications.  Leadership development will be provided through FFA.  Each student will be expected to have a supervised agricultural experience program.

Agriculture Education Internship (5877)                                                                         1 credit/Grade 12

Internship for CTE courses provides supervised work site experience for high school students enrolled in a capstone course associated with their identified career pathway.  Internship experiences consists of a combination of a classroom instruction and field experiences.  A student receiving pay for an intern experience is one who is participating in an experience that lasts a semester or longer and has an established employee-employer relationship.  A non-paid internship affects those students who participate on a short-term (semester or less). All information referenced to the Work Based Learning Guide.  Students must have taken all other credits in their chosen pathway, grades and attendance will also be taken into consideration.  Internships will be associated with LaRue County school positions only such as Bus Garage and Greenhouse.

Agriculture Murray State Dual Credit (Level II Courses)

Students may sign up for various agriculture courses offered online through Murray State University.  These courses are subject to change based on availability.  

AGR 100 Animal Science Dual Credit (5864/5864.2)** 

    ½ Credit/Grades 10-12
This is a basic course in animal science including the importance and place of livestock in agriculture types, market classes, and grades of beef, sheep, and swine, origin and characteristics of breeds, and the judging of beef, sheep, and swine.

AGR 130 Intro to Ag Business Dual Credit (5870)**

    ½ Credit/Grades 10-12
A study of fundamental principles of economics as applied to agriculture. Attention is given to resource use, economic growth, production fundamentals, economic institutions, and agriculture in relation to national and world economic problems. 

AGR 133 Field Applications in Ag Dual Credit (5871)**

    ½ Credit/Grades 10-12
To enable students to solve problems that will be encountered in various agricultural occupations.  This course is designed to allow the students to connect current basic math skills with common application problems in agriculture. 

AGR 140 Plant Science Dual Credit (5873)**


     ½ Credit/Grades 10-12

This course is designed to examine the principles of plant and soil science.  Included will be pest identification and management, fertilization, weed identification and control, crop identification plus many other areas related to plants science.

AGR 182 Intro to Vet Science Dual Credit (5875)**

                   ½ Credit/Grades 10-12
This course examines basic principles of veterinary science, including breeds, biology, veterinary tools, parasitology, office management, animal control, and basic clinical exam techniques for large and small animals. Further, the purpose of this course is to provide advanced students in agriculture with an introduction to the basic principles of veterinary science. 

AGR 199 Contemporary Issues in Ag Dual Credit (5867/5868)**        ½ Credit/Grades 10-12
A course designed to increase the understanding, awareness, and critical analysis of contemporary agricultural issues and their effect upon the social, political, economic and cultural aspects of society.  Topics will include environmental, biotechnology, animal, crop, career, economy and trade, agricultural policy, food quality, safety and international agriculture issues.

AGR 185 Ag Leadership and Life Knowledge Dual Credit (5865/5866)**    ½ Credit/Grades 10-12
The course will include an exploration of the professional qualities and expectations of a FFA Leader. Roles, responsibilities, and challenges in the FFA, leadership, and Life Knowledge will be examined. 




	


ART

General Art I  (2801)





1 credit/Grades 9-12


This course is introductory and exploratory in nature.  Units from both two-and three-dimensional areas are included.  The disciplines of drawing, painting, three-dimensional art, crafts, basic design, and art appreciation are introduced.   
         Introduction to Humanities will be part of the curriculum.

Art II (2809)






1 credit/Grades 10-12


Students will be given the opportunity to advance to a higher level of understanding and skill development in the areas introduced in General Art I with the shift in emphasis on design.  New media will be introduced.                            Introduction to Humanities will be part of the curriculum.
Prerequisite:  General Art I (2801)

Art III (2803)






1 credit/Grades 11-12


Students will be given the opportunity to advance to a higher level of understanding and skill development acquired earlier.  New skills and media will be introduced at a level for advanced student level.  Individualized studies are encouraged within the different areas of study.  

Introduction to Humanities will be part of the curriculum.
Prerequisites:  General Art I (2801), Art II (2809)

Art IV  (2804)





1 credit/Grade 12


Special Art II provides for advanced study in areas of student interest and new skills media.  Reinforcement of previous learning is incorporated into current course work.  Experimentation on an individual basis is encouraged.  

Introduction to Humanities will be part of the curriculum.
Prerequisites:  General Art I (2801), Art II (2809), and Art III (2803)

BUSINESS      

Digital Literacy (Part I 56061 & Part II 56062)

                
1 credit/Grade 9-12
(This class can be offered as  Dual Credit)
 Students will use a computer and application software including word processing, presentation, database, spreadsheets, internet, and email to prepare elementary documents and reports.  The impact of computers on society and ethical issues are presented. This class will be offered as Dual Credit
Principles of Marketing  (Part I  561531 &  Part II 561532) 
  1 credit/Grades 9-12

This course established basic foundations for further study in business and marketing courses and provides essential information for making financial and economic decisions.  Students learn about the fundamentals of the American Free Enterprise System and work economics; application of sound money management for personal and family finances; credit management, consumer rights and responsibilities; forms of business ownership; risk and insurance; and the importance of international trade.  Leadership development will be provided through FBLA and/or DECA.
Accounting and Finance Foundations (Part I 56081 & Part II 56082)
1 credit/Grades 10-12

(Accounting I)


The accounting principles taught in this course are based on a double-entry system and include preparing worksheets, journals, ledgers, payroll taxes, and financial statements for a sole proprietorship, partnership, and corporation.  Opportunities for exposure to automated accounting are provided.  Leadership development will be provided through FBLA.

Financial Services I  (56601 & 56602)



 1 credit/Grade 10-12

(Bank)

This course is designed for 11th and 12th grade students interested in pursuing a career in the financial institution field.  It involves operation of a student financial center in cooperation with a sponsoring bank, which provides application of banking and financial procedures and concepts.  Leadership development will be provided through FBLA.  

Prerequisite:  Principles of Marketing
Financial Literacy Part I  (5642)




½ credit/Grades 11-12


The Financial Literacy Principles taught in this course include a study of Economics, Money in the Economy, Budgeting, Credit, Consumer Rights and Responsibilities, Taxes, Employee Benefits, Insurance, Investments, and Retirement Planning.  These principles will be taught using hands-on activities for person use or in the business world.

Financial Literacy Part 2 (56420)                                                     ½ credit/Grades 11-12


This course is a continuation of Financial Literacy Part 1.  Part to 2 can be taken without having Part 1.  Topics include employability skills, applying math and communication skills, economics, money in the economy, taxes & income, credit, consumer rights, currency and how it affects society, investments and retirement planning.  Leadership development will be provided through FBLA/DECA

Entrepreneurship ( Part I 56431 & Part II 56432) 
              
           1 credit/Grades 11 & 12

                   This course is designed to provide students the skills needed to effectively organize, develop, create and manage their own business.  This course is based on the business and marketing core that includes communication skills, economics, financial analysis, operations, promotion and selling. The culminating project of the course is the development of a comprehensive business plan.  Cooperative education or shadowing experiences may be used to enhance course instruction.  Leadership development will be provided through DECA and/or FBLA.  (This course cross references with Business Education).  
Prerequisite: Principles of Marketing or Digital Literacy
Business Management (56551 & 56552)                                                             1 credit/Grades 10-12

This course emphasizes the skills needed for managing a business that involves the selection and supervision of employees including efficient use of time, personnel, facilities, and financial resources.  Students will explore forms of business ownership; typical business organizational structure; product or service promotion in business; effective communications; human relations skills required in dealing with employees; and effective management strategies used in personnel, finance, production, marketing, and information processing.  Leadership development will be provided through FBLA/DECA.
(Yearbook) Advertising & Promotion Part I (56041)                          1 credit /Grade 11

This course is designed to provide students with a realistic “hands-on” applications of techniques used in the advertising and promotion of goods and services.  Students use typical media software, media equipment, while being exposed to all forms of media (print, webpage, etc.), methods, budgets, and evaluations used by industry.  Leadership development will be provided through DECA.

(Yearbook) Advertising & Promotion Part II (5605)                          ½ credit/Grade 12
This course is designed to provide students with a realistic “hands-on” applications of techniques used in the advertising and promotion of goods and services.  Students use typical media software, media equipment, while being exposed to all forms of media (print, webpage, etc.), methods, budgets, and evaluations used by industry.  Leadership development will be provided through DECA.

Business Education Internship (5612)                                                 1 credit/Grade 12

Internship for CTE courses provides supervised work site experience for high school students enrolled in a capstone course associated with their identified career pathway.  Internship experiences consists of a combination of a classroom instruction and field experiences.  A student receiving pay for an intern experience is one who is participating in an experience that lasts a semester or longer and has an established employee-employer relationship.  A non-paid internship affects those students who participate on a short-term (semester or less). All information referenced to the Work Based Learning Guide.  Students must have taken all other credits in their chosen pathway, grades and attendance will also be taken into consideration. Internships will be associated with LaRue County school positions only such as School Bank, School Store, Athletic Director Intern, Yearbook Editor and Office Interns.

Cosmetology









Cosmetology (5211)






2 credits/Grade 12
High School students would enter the pre-salon classroom portion of the 1500 hour course, or the first 250 hours of instruction. This will include lectures, demonstrations, and mannequin practice in basic hair styling fundamentals. These include dimensional design, pin-curl and roller application and control, basic hair cutting techniques, chemical services, including; permanent waving, relaxing and color, and manicuring and facials. 

Upon completing the initial 250 hours, students could then come back and be able to enter the program starting out on the salon classroom floor allowing them to work on the public and complete the cosmetology course.

There will be $1,000 fee for the first 250 hours. 

 This would be 2 elective classes for a student their senior year. Cost is $1000. The student would complete the seat/work academic portion and complete the remaining hours after high school graduation.
ENGLISH

English I (2301)







1 credit/Grade 9

This course consists of a concentrated study in the mechanics of writing to include the following:  audience/purpose, idea development, organization, sentence structure, word choice, usage, and mechanics.  In addition, students will address some critical reading skills and will read a wide variety of reading materials to include plays, poems, novels, and non-fiction pieces.

Honors English I (23010 – College Prep)   




1 credit/Grade 9

This course consists of a concentrated study in the mechanics of writing which will include the following:  audience/purpose, idea development, organization, sentence structure, word choice, usage, and mechanics.  Students will be required to write a number of transactive, argumentative, and analytical papers.  Students will be required to read different genre for critical reading skills.  This will include both novels and non- fiction works for reading and analysis outside of the classroom.  The requirements for this course are: must have a minimum average of 90% when averaging both 7th and 8th grade English grades or a middle school English teacher recommendation.

English II (2302) 






            1 credit/Grade 10

This course consists of studies in American and world literature, writing, speaking, and research.  Students will read a variety of both fiction and non-fiction texts including: stories, essays, plays, novels, or essays.  Students will also complete a variety of writing pieces. 

Honors English II (23020- College Prep)



            1 credit/Grade 10

This course consists of studies in American and world literature, writing, speaking, and research.  Students will read a variety of both fiction and non-fiction texts including: stories, essays, plays, novels, or essays both in and outside of class.  Students will also complete a variety of writing pieces.   Additionally, students will complete a concentrated unit in grammar skills that will parallel their writing.

English III (2303)
              


     

          1 credit/Grade 11
This course consists of both the analysis of and the writing of a variety of fictional and non- fictional texts that represent narrative, explanatory, and argumentative genres of American literature.  Students will study an array of literature with a focus in American literature.    
Honors English III (23030)                                                                       1 credit/Grade 11                                                       
This course consists of studies in American and world literature, writing, speaking, and research.  The focus of the literature study will be literary analysis, and the required analytical writing will be both response to literature and an extended research project.  This will be in addition to the required genre writing, argument, narrative, and informational.  Students will be required to read both in and out of class from required book lists as designated by the teacher.  Additionally, students will receive integrated grammar instruction with both their writing and, as needed, in preparation for state mandated assessments.  

AP English: Literature and Composition Pt. 1(23081.1)


         ½ credit/Grade 11
AP English: Literature and Composition Pt. 2 (23081.2)                                   ½ credit/Grade 11
Course Level III

This course consists of several major units:  American Literature and research.  Students will be required to read and evaluate a variety of works in American Literature and write a number of analytical and argumentative papers.  Students will be required to complete an intensive research project over an American literary period.  Students will be required to read two books per nine weeks.  

English IV (2304)  






         1 credit/Grade 12

This course consists of studies in the area of reading, writing, speaking, and research.  Included is the study of a variety of novels, short stories, and poetry.  Students will be required to write several analytical papers, personal narratives, letters, and editorials.  

AP English: Language and Composition Pt. 1(2303.1) changed to 23040.01  
          ½ credit/Grade 12
AP English:  Language and Composition Pt. 2 (2303.2) changed to 23040.02                       ½ credit/Grade12
Course Level III

*6 college hours of dual credit is available for those who qualify.

English Language and Composition a training ground for college-bound students who seek instruction and practice in stimulated thinking and organized composition.  The course will investigate language, both its functionally communicative capacities, as well as its artistic and creative attributes.  Students are expected to demonstrate depth of thought and understanding as they read and write a variety of literary pieces.  

Creative Writing/21st Century Publishing (2326)  


1 credit/Grades 10-12

This course will be presented as a writing workshop, designed to utilize modern modes of publishing for creative and original student work.  Utilizing journalistic, literary, and multi-media sources, students will use an array of original work.  Students will generate a school news-magazine, a literary anthology, several writing contest submissions, and other relevant products.  Students will participate in many creative writing activities and projects including:  poetry, fictional narrative, personal expressive, and others.  

Film and Literature (2330)






1 credit/Grades 10-12

The purpose of this course is to explore the multi-faceted relationship between literary texts and their film adaptations by focusing on representative films based on classic works like The Hobbit, The Birds, The Curious Case of Benjamin Button, Twelfth Night, and I Am Legend.  These are representative, but by no means comprehensive.  To this end, student will learn a specialized vocabulary, employ reading strategies specific to literature and/or film, and consider a selected body of film criticism.  In our course of study, we will explore questions of interpretation, audience expectation, generic convention, adaptation theory and practice, and the problematic issue of fidelity to text.  
Language Arts Dual Credit

Fundamentals of Speech MAC 120 (CU Dual Credit) (2341/2342)**     
        ½ Credit/Grades 11-12
Course Level II

This is a general education course that guides the student in developing a positive attitude toward public speaking and in increasing confidence in his or her own speaking skills.
 ENG 161 (ECTC Dual Credit) (2311) or AP Eng Literature & Comp. (2308.2)**    ½ Credit/Grade 11
Course Level III
Introduces students to an analytical rather than historical approach to literature in order to deepen students’ insight into the nature and purpose of literature. 

ENG 111 Composition I (CU Dual Credit) (23041) or AP Eng Lang & Comp. (2303.1)** ½ Credit/Grade 12
Course Level III

Fall:  A course in writing as a recursive process involving the discovery and communication of meaning. The students write, revise, and edit texts with the aim of communicating with various audiences of readers. Students whose final grades are lower than “C” may need to retake ENG 111 in college.  

ENG 112 Composition II (CU Dual Credit) (23042) or AP Eng Lang & Comp. (2303.2)** ½ Credit/Grade 12

Course Level III

Spring:  A course in argumentative and persuasive writing and academic discourse. Students practice rhetorical strategies and scholarly methods as they perform assigned research and writing projects. Students whose final grades are lower than “C” may need to retake ENG 112 in college.

Prerequisite:  ENG 111 or AP score of 3

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Health (2886)






         ½ credit/Grades 9-12

An 18 week course in Health education designed to introduce the teen to a growing number of issues regarding health.  The student will be exposed to topics such as mental health, emotional health, the human body and its systems, reproduction and prevention of S.T.D.’s and pregnancy. Health must be completed by end of sophomore year.
Physical Education (2887)





½ credit/Grades 9-12 

An 18 week course in the basics of physical education.  The student will be exposed to the underlying principles of basic personal fitness.  The student will also be exposed to the history, rules, sportsmanship and etiquette of selected games.  Some or all of the following games will be covered in Freshmen P.E.:  Fitness, Dance, Softball, Soccer, Team Handball and Ultimate Frisbee. This class requires daily dress and participation.  P.E. must be completed by end of sophomore year.

*Student will need blue shorts and a white shirt.  If you wish to purchase P.E. clothing from the school, the cost will be $19.00 for shorts and t-shirt and $45.00 for sweat pants and sweat shirt.

To take an upper level elective P.E course:

1) Student must have a “C” average in Health & PE

2) Student may not take two elective P.E. courses during the same semester

3) Students that have not had an elective P.E. class will be scheduled before those that have already had the class.
4) Students may receive no more than 2 credits of upper level PE.
5) The following Health & P.E. classes will not count toward the student’s GPA:

Aerobics, Pilates, Yoga & Zumba (2875)


         1 credit/Grades 10-12


Formerly Life Exercises; Aerobics & Conditioning
This course will provide students the opportunity to gain information about long-term health and fitness.  Activities include regular aerobic exercising, jogging, hiking, running, low impact aerobic dance, step aerobics, and yoga. Student will need to purchase a yoga mat, hand weight and a yoga strap.

Strength and Conditioning I Part 1 (2888.1)

HEALTH SCIENCE

Medicaid Nurse Aide and Health Care Basic Skills Clinic (5200 & 5203)
½ credit/Grade 12





Description: This course is designed for students who want entry-level training in one of the many occupational areas in the health care field.  It is an instructional program that prepares students to perform routine nursing-related services to patients in hospitals or long-term care facilities, under the training and supervision of an approved registered nurse or licensed practical nurse.  State Registry is available upon successful completion of state written and performance examination. A fee will apply for this course (amount to be determined) and student will be responsible for transportation to/from the Brockman Center (next to the LaRue County Extension Office) as well as the required clinical experience hours. **Will be two ½ credit classes during fall semester.  
HUMANITIES

Introduction to Humanities (2219)  Required

1 credit/Grades 11 or 12

This class will be an introductory class to the Humanities with areas of study in dance, music, visual arts, theatre, and literature.  In these areas of study, the language, history theory, and cultural connections in the arts will be explored.  It will also touch on skills, problem solving, self-expression, analysis, and evaluation of each area.  

Note:  Students who have earned 3 consecutive credits of Band, Chorus or Art from LaRue County High School will be exempt from Introduction to Humanities.

AP Calculus

Algebra I (2740)





1 credit/Grade 9 

This course is designed as an introductory course to algebra concepts.  Topics will include the real number system, algebraic expressions and sentences, linear equations, inequalities, functions, polynomials, graphing, radical expressions, factoring polynomials, probability and statistics, and sequences and series.  

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendations/placement test.

College Prep Algebra I (2741)



1 credit/Grade 9 


This section of Algebra 1 will include the same curriculum, but will be taught at a quicker pace, with more in-depth discussions, and is recommended for students who may consider college as an option upon graduation from high school.  

Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendations/placement test

Honors Algebra I (2742)




1 credit/Grade 9


This section of Algebra I is designed for those students who have demonstrated a high proficiency in math previously.  In addition to the topics in Algebra I, functions, systems of equations, and direct & indirect variation will be included.  Attention will be given to integration of technology and to solutions of problems in a real-world context.

Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendations/placement test

Geometry (2743)



 
   
1 credit/Grade 10


This course is designed for students who have successfully completed Algebra 1.  Topics will include:  points, lines, planes, angles, triangles, congruence, similarity, planar figures, 3-dimensional solids, and transformations.


Prerequisite:  Algebra I 

College Prep Geometry (2744) 



1 credit/Grade 10


This section of Geometry will include the same curriculum, but will be taught at a quicker pace, with more in-depth discussions, and is recommended for students who may consider college as an option upon graduation from high school.  

Prerequisite:  College Prep Algebra I or Algebra I with teacher recommendation

Honors Geometry (2745)



1 credit/ Grades 9-10

This course is designed for students who have demonstrated a high proficiency in concepts and skills in Algebra I.  Topics include inductive and deductive reasoning, points, lines, planes, triangles and other polygons, similarity and congruence, circles, three-dimensional geometry, area, volume, and coordinate geometry.  Emphasis will be given to problem solving through real-world applications.  Students will be expected to give deductive arguments in two-column and /or paragraph form. 

Prerequisite:  Honors Algebra I or 8th grade Algebra I with 84% on exit test.

Algebra II (2746)




1 credit/Grade 11


This course is designed as an extension of Algebra I.  In addition to expanding the mathematical concepts of Algebra I, emphasis is placed on the algebraic solution of problems in various content areas.  Topics include the real number system, linear equations and inequalities, graphs of functions and relations, polynomial and radical expressions, quadratic and exponential functions, arithmetic and geometric sequences, rational expressions, and matrices.

.Prerequisite:  Geometry 

College Prep Algebra II (2747)


1 credit/Grade 11


This section of Algebra II will include the same curriculum, but will be taught at a quicker pace, with more in-depth discussions, and is recommended for students who may consider college as an option upon graduation from high school.  

Prerequisite:  College Prep Geometry, Honors Geometry, or Geometry with teacher recommendation.

Honors Algebra II (2748)



1 credit/Grades 10-11


This course is designed for students who have demonstrated a high proficiency in concepts and skills in both Accelerated Algebra I and Accelerated Geometry.  Topics include linear relationships and functions, linear systems, polynomials, rational expressions, radical functions, sequences, probability and statistics, exponential functions, quadratic functions, and matrices.  

Prerequisite:  Honors Geometry 

Introduction to College Algebra (2724)

 
1 credit/Grade 12 (11th only with teacher recommendation and principal approval)
Or Possible Dual Credit Option (MAT 150 ECTC Dual Credit/Accelerated College Algebra (27242)** Two ½ Credits/Grade 12 Course Level II)


This course is designed for college bound students who have successfully completed Algebra 2.  Topics will include those typically required in College Algebra at the college level, including a brief review of basic algebra, quadratic formula, systems of linear equations, introduction to analytic geometry, including conic sections and graphing.  This course will also help prepare seniors for taking the ACT their senior year.

Prerequisite:   Algebra II, College Prep Algebra II, or Honors Algebra II  
Pre-Calculus (2704)





1 credit/Grades 11-12


This course is designed for students who plan to take a calculus course in high school or college.  It is the course designed primarily for those students who performed well in Honors Algebra 2 the prior year.  It includes the topics traditionally taught as Trigonometry and Analytical Geometry and integrates additional work with other functions.  Topics include: functions and their inverses, graphs and their applications including polynomials, rational, exponential, logarithmic, circular, trigonometric, absolute value and natural number (sequences and series), analytical geometry, complex number system, and an introduction to calculus.  This course is taught as dual credit through Campbellsville University.  To receive college credit, admission to Campbellsville University is required.  
Prerequisite: Honors Algebra II or College Prep Algebra II with teacher permission

Honors Trigonometry (2736)





1 credit/Grade 11-12
MAT 155
 This course is designed for students who have completed Algebra 2 and want to proceed further into aspects of Trigonometry. This course should contain, but is not limited to: evaluating a trigonometric function for an angle expressed in radians and degrees, solving right and oblique triangles, including real-life applications, using and verifying (proving) trigonometric identities, solving trigonometric equations; and graphing and interpreting graphs of trigonometric functions in rectangular and polar form.  
Co-requisite: College Algebra or MAT 150
Advanced Placement Calculus (2725)


1 credit/Grade 12                                


This course is designed for students who plan on pursuing any field in college requiring the study of calculus.  The topics will include Limits, Derivatives, Antiderivatives, Integrals, The Calculus of Exponential and Logarithmic Functions, The Calculus of Growth and Decay, The Calculus of Plane and Solid Figures, and The Calculus of Motion.   Students who enroll in dual credit will have the AP designation removed from their transcript.  The course will be renamed Dual Credit Calculus.

Calculus Prerequisites:  Must have completed MAT 150 or Precal Part 1 AND MAT 155 or Precal Part 2

Probability and Statistics (2727)



1 credit/Grade 12

This course is designed to acquaint the student with the logic and method of statistics through topics that include summarizing data in tables and graphs, measures of center and variability, correlation and linear regression, sampling, Central Limit Theorem, the Normal curve, and hypothesis testing.  This course will be offered as dual credit through Campbellsville University.

Prerequisite:  College Prep Algebra II or Honors Algebra II with a B or higher.
Special Topics in Mathematics (2728)


1 credit/Grade 12

This class is intended to be for seniors who are in need of a fourth math credit. This class should be meant primarily for those students who are still trying to meet the benchmark score in mathematics as related to College and Career Readiness.    Topics for this course include:  ACT preparation, Consumer Mathematics, and Financial Literacy.  The course will prepare students to have a variety of uses of mathematics in the business world.  

Prerequisites:  3 math credits (Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra 2)

Teacher Recommendation REQUIRED

MUSIC
High School Band (2834)




                                  1 credit/Grades 9-12


High School Band is offered to instrumentalists who have completed a two year training program in instrumental music (i.e. middle school band).  Admission to the band is subject to approval by the current band director.  Band is a co-curricular class that requires full participation in both semesters to include, but not limited to:  marching band, pep band, and concert band.  Many other opportunities are offered to band students such as:  jazz band, solo & ensemble festival, honor band clinics, winterguard and percussion ensemble.  Students electing to take this course must participate for the entire year to receive credit.  If a student only completes one semester, no credit will be given.  Because this is a co-curricular class, participation in after school activities is a major part of the grading process as described in the Band Handbook.  Musical styles, history and theory will be addressed in a comprehensive approach to performing.  

**Sacred and Secular music is rehearsed and performed as music that teaches the Kentucky Core Content.

Advanced Band (28342)




                                   1 credit/Grades 11-12


This is a Level II course for junior and senior band members.  Additional assignments and greater participation in band activities will be required.  Please see the band director for more information.  Permission from the instructor must be obtained before admission will be allowed.  

**Sacred and Secular music is rehearsed and performed as music that teaches the Kentucky Core Content.

Marching Color Guard (28340)
(After-school only)

                      0 credit/Grades 9-12

Color guard is treated as an extra-curricular activity. Students do not receive a grade for color guard participation unless they are enrolled in the regular band class and play an instrument. Auditions for color guard are held in late spring with the band director and color guard instructor. Color guard lasts from late Spring through early Fall with summer rehearsals. More details can be obtained from the band director.

High School Women’s Choir (2826)


      

             1 credit/Grades 9-12

    Women’s Choir class is a course for students that is a continuation of the middle and intermediate school program. This course is open to any high school student interested in enhancing their musicianship and performing. This course is assessed through performance. Therefore, students must attend and participate in choir concerts to receive credit for the course. A comprehensive approach to the basic rudiment of music and the humanities are covered throughout this course. 

*Sacred and Secular Music is rehearsed and performed as music that teaches the Kentucky Core Content.

Mixed Chorus (2827)                                                                                               1 credit/Grades 9-12

Course Level II

This course is open to male and female students who have completed an audition with the choir teacher. Admission to the choir is subject to the approval of the current choir director.  Being a member of this class allows the student to become involved in other state and national honor choirs such as District Chorus, All-State Chorus, and Solo and Ensemble Festivals.

This course is assessed through performance; therefore, students must attend and participate in choir concerts and other choir-related after school activities to receive passing grades for this class.

Music Theory
 (2831)





                                1 Credit/Grades 10-12

Music Theory is an introductory class to basic music theory.  The focus will be on note and chord notation, chordal development, music composition, improvisation, basic piano skills, and music history.  Students should be recommended by the band or choir teacher as intermediate to advanced level musicians.  An ability to read musical notation is a basic requirement.

SCIENCE

Integrated Science (2506)





   1 credit/Grade 9


Required for graduation  


    An introductory science class intended to bring students to an understanding of basic Physics and Chemistry principles. 1st 18wks:  Physical Science

3rd 9wks:  Earth Science: Plate Tectonics; Atmosphere and Meteorology; Climate

4th 9wks:  Chemistry: Matter and energy (elements, compounds, mixtures, separation techniques); Structure of the Atom; Periodic Table (element symbols and trends)

Honors Integrated Science (2507)



                1 credit/Grade 9


An Advanced Introductory science class intended to bring students to an understanding of basic Physics and Chemistry principles.  The requirements for this course are; Must have a minimum average of 90% when averaging their 7th and 8th grade science grades or a Middle School science teacher recommendation may get consideration from the high school science department if any spots remain.
Chemistry I (2541)






   1 credit/Grade 10


The goal of this chemistry course is to teach chemical concepts by exploring how they affect your personal life.  Students will develop an awareness of chemical concepts and apply those concepts to real-world situations in order to be able to make better, more informed decisions.  Laboratory experiences will be incorporated.  Take this course if you do not plan to attend college, or you plan to attend a technical school.

College Prep Chemistry I (2542)




  1 credit/Grade 10


The first-year course of chemistry involves the study of matter.  Because this course also addresses problem-solving techniques and high-level thinking, a math background of at least Algebra I is necessary for successful completion of this course.   Work in the laboratory is required.  Take this course if you plan to go to college, but major in something other than science.

Honors Chemistry I (25210)





  1 credit/Grade 10

This course will prepare students for AP Chemistry.  The same concepts covered in Chemistry I will be covered in Honors, but in more depth.  Because this course also addresses problem-solving techniques and high-level thinking, a math background of a least Algebra I is necessary for successful completion of this course.  Work in the laboratory is required.  Take this course if you plan to major in science in college. 

Biology I (2517)






1 credit/Grade 11

Required for graduation



An introductory study of all living things from viruses to complex mammals.  The five-kingdom system of classification is examined, along with genetics and the human body.  Laboratory experiences are incorporated.  

Prerequisites:  Integrated Science or Advanced Integrated Science and Chemistry I

Honors Biology  (2518) 




          1 credit/Grade 11


An introductory study of all living things from viruses to complex mammals.  The five-kingdom system of classification is examined along with genetics and the human body.  Laboratory experiences are incorporated and a significant amount of independent work is expected.  Critical thinking and analysis of biological concepts will be emphasized.

Prerequisites:  Successful completion of Integrated Science or Advanced Integrated Science and Chemistry I (with a grade of at least “B” and teacher recommendation).

College Prep Biology (2519)                                                           1 credit/Grade 11
Fulfills graduation requirement for Biology   
            
            An introductory study of all living things from viruses to complex mammals.  The five-kingdom system of classification is examined, along with genetics and the human body.  Laboratory experiences are incorporated.  Students will be expected to work independently to develop higher-level thinking skills.  This course is designed to prepare students to successfully transition to college-level science courses.  Take this course if you plan to attend college with a non-science major field of study.
Anatomy & Physiology (2510)
 
 


1 credit/Grade 12


This course includes the study of the structures & mechanisms of the human body.  Each of the body systems is studied and laboratory experiences are incorporated.  This course is highly recommended for those interested in pursuing a career in the medical field.  

Prerequisites:  Successful completion of Biology I, Chemistry I and Algebra I

BIO 135 Dual Credit Human Biology (Anatomy & Physiology) (2513)

1 credit/Grade 12

This course includes the study of the structures & mechanisms of the human body.  Each of the body systems are studied and laboratory experiences are incorporated.  This is BIO 135 at ECTC and counts for 4 credit hours.  This is highly recommended for those interested in pursuing a career in the medical field.  

**Prerequisites:  Successful completion of CP or Honors Biology I and Chemistry I (with a grade of at least “B”).  Permission/Teacher recommendation required otherwise.

AP Chemistry (25230)




         1 credit/Grades 11-12


An advanced placement course for a more in-depth study of Chemistry.  Students who plan to major in chemistry, engineering or a pre-professional (pre-med, pre-dental, pre-vet, etc.) program in college would benefit from this course.  The AP curriculum will be followed.   If taking as a dual credit course the course will be renamed Dual Credit Honors Chemistry II.
Prerequisites:  Grade of A or B in Honors Chemistry I

SOCIAL STUDIES

Introduction to Social Studies (2290)



1 credit/Grade 9

  
This course, required for all incoming freshmen, is an introduction to government, geography, and economics.  The course will cover materials such as the constitution, branches of government, government systems, United States and world geography, and various economic systems.

Honors Introduction to Social Studies (22901) (College Prep)    1 credit/Grade 9
        This level II course consists of a survey of government and civics the first semester, followed by economics and geography the second semester.  Students will be required to do the standard assignments which focus on the Kentucky Core Content 4.1.  Students will also have additional readings (2-3) that will provide more in-depth understanding.  Students will be required to enter a minimum of two National or State Essay Contests.  The requirements for this course are; Must have a minimum average of 90% when averaging their 7th and 8th grade social studies grades or a Middle School Social Studies teacher recommendation may get consideration from the High School Social Studies department if any spots remain. 

World Civilization (2246)





1 credit/Grade 10


A survey of world history from Renaissance to modern times.  Students will begin to comprehend the contemporary world, based on an understanding and appreciation of the past.  The course will embrace a truly global view of the history of humankind, including a survey of the civilizations of Africa, Asia and Latin America.  Emphasis, however, will be placed on the contributions of western civilization.  The course may be interdisciplinary, drawing on concepts from social studies (history, anthropology, economics, geography, political science, psychology and sociology), as well as utilizing the arts, literature and philosophy.

Honors World Civilization (224620) College Prep


1 credit/Grade 10


This class will combine Honors English II and World Civilization.  An intensive survey of World Civilizations from Renaissance to modern times.  This class will begin with an overview of ancient civilizations to form the foundation of modern society.  This class will also integrate art and humanities and literature from a historical perspective.  Students will complete analytical papers, reading analysis and performance projects, pertinent to the course of studies.  

Students must take Honors English II and have teacher recommendation from their freshman social studies teacher.  In some extreme cases teacher recommendations will be allowed.
AP World History (2248)                                          
    
      1 credit/Grade 10                                  An in-depth survey of World History from the Renaissance to modern times.  Each unit of study will explore the forces (geographic, historic, political, cultural and economic) that shaped and continue to shape our world.  Students will examine the impact of major events and cultures for the past 500 years.  This course will follow the curriculum established by the College Board to prepare students to take the Advanced Placement exam in the spring.  If passed, this exam is worth six hours of college credit. This is a Level III course.
Students must have taken Honors Introduction to Social Studies and Honors English I as a freshman to be eligible.  In some extreme cases, teacher recommendations will be allowed.

U.S. History Since 1865 (22461)




1 credit/Grade 11

A survey of U.S. History from Reconstruction to modern times.  Each unit of study will explore the forces (geographic, historic, political, cultural and economic) that shaped and continue to shape political, economic, and social institutions of the United States.  Students will examine the impact of those forces on the development of the United States in the twentieth century.

Honors U.S. History (College Prep) (2250) 

                                      1 credit/Level 11

This Level II course consists of a comprehensive study of United States History from the end of the Civil War in 1865 through modern-day.  Students will be required to complete standard assignments at an honor’s level.  Students will have additional readings of primary and secondary sources that will provide a more in-depth understanding.  Students will be required to complete additional essays as part of this course.  The requirements for this course are: must have a minimum average of 92% in previous high school Social Studies courses or a Social Studies teacher recommendation.

AP U.S. History (2244)





1 credit/Grade 11


An in-depth survey of U.S. History from Colonial times to modern times.  Each unit of study will explore the forces (geographic, historic, political, cultural and economic) that shaped and continue to shape political, economic, and social institutions of the United States.  Students will examine the impact of those forces on the development of the United States in the twentieth century.  This course will follow the curriculum established by the College Board to prepare students to take the Advanced Placement exam.  To receive college credit, admission to Campbellsville University is required. Please see the Guidance Department for more details. 

 This is a Level III course.
Students must have taken Honors or AP World Civ. and must be taking Honors English III.  In some extreme cases, teacher recommendations will be allowed.

Street Law Part I (22951)                                                               1/2 credit/Grades 11-12                                                              

This course will develop knowledge and skills necessary for survival in our law saturated society.  The curriculum will include case studies, small group activities, guest speakers, movies, documentaries and visual analysis activities.  The course will focus on legal issues relevant to student’s lives.

*This course cannot be counted as one of the three required social studies credits.

Street Law Part II (22952)                                                              1/2 credit/Grades 11-12                                                              

This course will develop knowledge and skills necessary for survival in our law saturated society.  The curriculum will include case studies, small group activities, guest speakers, movies, documentaries and visual analysis activities. The course will focus on legal issues relevant to student’s lives.

*This course cannot be counted as one of the three required social studies credits.

Social Studies Dual Credit
PSY 110 (ECTC Dual Credit)/General Psychology ONLINE (2208/2209)**
      ½ Credit/Grades 11-12

Level II
Introduces the history, methods and content of modern psychology. Covers the history and systems of psychology, psychological research, physiological psychology, psychological processes, developmental psychology, personality, abnormal behavior and social psychology.
TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION

Computer Literacy (5981)







1 credit/Grade 9
 This course provides an introduction to the computer and the convergence of technology as used in today’s global environment. Introduces topics including computer hardware and software, security and computer ethics. Presents basic use of application, programming, systems, and utility software.

Computer Hardware & Software Maintenance (CIT 111) (5983)  
 1 credit/Grades 10-12
(Formerly Computer Support Essentials)


Students in computer Support Essentials will learn all aspects of a computer and computer systems.  The goal of the class is to prepare students to pass the national IC3 exam and to prepare the students to take the Help Desk class the following year in which they will work along with the TRT’s in the local schools and be a part of the lap top program at the high school.  Students will learn computer troubleshooting skills along with an understanding of computer fundamentals, office programs and email/internet skills.  
Introduction to Digital Game Design (5990)




   1 credit/Grades 10-12
This course will focus on creating games using code, animation, and an introduction to 2D, 3D and graphic design software utilized in the industry. In addition, students will see how the skills and knowledge acquired in Game Design comes together utilizing a game engine.  Prerequisite: Computer Literacy 
Introduction to Web Site Design (5991)





1 credit/Grades 10-12


          Introduces web site production processes using HTML with particular emphasis on design involving layout, navigation, interactivity, and using web production software.  Prerequisite: Computer Literacy 
Computer Hardware and Software Maintenance (5992) 


1 credit/Grades 10-12
 Presents a practical view of computer hardware and client operating systems. Covers computer hardware components; troubleshooting, repair, and maintenance; operating system interface and management tools; networking components; computer security; and operational procedures. Industry Certification exam available at completion of course.   Prerequisite: Computer Literacy 
Help Desk Operations (5993/5994)






1 credit/Grades 10-12
Introduces a variety of tools and techniques to provide user support in help desk operations. Explores help desk concepts, customer service skills, troubleshooting problems, writing for end users, help desk operations and software, needs analysis, facilities management, and other topics related to end user support. Prerequisite: Computer Literacy and Computer Hardware & Software Maintenance 
Information Technology Internship (5995)  




1 credit/Grade 12
This course is an extension of Help Desk Operations. The intern will have work-site experience consisting of a combination of classroom and field experience. Will work alongside Technology Staff members on real-world applications such as help desk concepts, customer service skills, troubleshooting problems, writing for end users, help desk operations and software, needs analysis, facilities management, and other topics related to end user support.

WORLD LANGUAGE
World Language-Spanish I (2431)                                                 

1 credit/Grades 9-11

This course is an introductory study of the language and culture of the Spanish speaking world. It introduces students to the basic communication skills of speaking, listening, reading and writing, and focuses on the development of vocabulary. This course also provides an understanding of the civilization, culture and customs of the Spanish speaking people. 

World Language-Spanish II (2432)                                                

 1 credit/Grades 10-12

This course provides students with opportunities to continue the development of their listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. Students participate in simple conversational situations by combining and recombining learned elements of the language orally and in writing. They are able to satisfy basic survival needs and interact on issues of everyday life inside, and outside the classroom setting when possible. A general introduction to the culture, its products (e.g. sports, literature, foods, laws, etc.), perspectives (e.g. attitudes, values, beliefs, etc.) and practices (patterns of social interaction) is integrated throughout the course. Students acquire some insight into how languages and cultures work by comparing the target language and culture(s) to their own. 

World Language-Spanish III (2433)                                                              1 credit/Grades 11-12
This course continues the lessons from Spanish I and II. It helps students gain advanced skills in speaking, reading and writing in Spanish. It also focuses on the literature (i.e. poetry, drama and short stories), art and culture of the Spanish speaking world. Emphasis is placed on reading as a means of learning more about the history and culture. Spanish language courses, such as Spanish III, are typically conducted in Spanish.

World Language-AP Spanish IV (2435)




1 credit/Grade 12
This course studies advanced literature of all kinds (i.e. poetry, drama, etc.), art and culture. Students continue to develop advanced skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing. Emphasis is placed on oral and written communication. The course is conducted in Spanish. ** Students will need to pass an initial interview with the foreign language teacher to be admitted into this course.
SEEK PROGRAM (VOCATIONAL SCHOOL)
