Keep DeSoto Beautiful, Inc. is an organization composed of residents of DeSoto who have agreed to devote time and energy towards the following general purposes:

          To promote interest and pride in improving the environment of our city by programs of litter control, beautification, recycling, awareness, respect, and community involvement.

Keep DeSoto Beautiful, Inc. Board members believe that young adults are 
a valuable resource in terms of energy and creativity, and can provide an important link to children and youth in terms of education and awareness.  For that reason, the KDB Board selects four young adults to serve a one-year term of office as voting members of the Board.  If a student serves while in Grade 11, he or she is eligible for re-appointment in Grade 12.

To serve as a student representative on the KDB Board, the following criteria must be met:

1) Applicant must be a resident of the City of DeSoto for at least 12 month prior to the appointment.  If appointed to the Board, he or she must remain a resident of DeSoto during the term of office.

2) Applicant must be in either grade 11 or grade 12 at time of appointment in September.
3) Applicant must agree to all terms of service on a DeSoto City Board and the KDB Board in particular, which includes attendance at each stated monthly meeting.  Meetings are scheduled for 6:30 pm on the
first Thursday of each month.

4) Applicant must support and participate in as many KDB programs or activities as possible.  Such activities may include community trash pickups, recycling programs, education efforts, etc.

5) If selected as a candidate for appointment, applicant must appear before the members of the KDB Board to satisfy Board as to his or her seriousness of purpose and willingness to undertake the responsibilities of office.  If approved by the KDB Board, applicant may be asked to appear before the City Council for official recognition as a new Board Member.

6) Applicant must provide at least one letter of reference from               Principal or a faculty or staff member.

Service on the Keep DeSoto Beautiful , Inc. Board is a service to one’s community, and such term of office should be considered community service as may be required by high school or college requirements. 
Student Board members are appointed in September, and serve throughout the school year.  Failure to fulfill the requirements of the office will result in removal from office.
