RELEASE STATEMENT

As children need healthy meals to learn, it is the policy of the Menominee Indan School District to serve all students breakfast and lunch free of charge each school day. The Menominee Indian School District is eligible to receive reimbursement for part of the cost of these meals through the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction (DPI). For those students who qualify for free or reduced price meals, based on their household size and income level or due to receipt of FoodShare, FDPIR, or W-2 cash benefits, DPI will reimburse the school at a higher rate.

Middle School:  Breakfast 7:55am – 8:10am, Lunch 11:35am – 12:06pm (6th grade), 12:05 pm – 12:35 (grades  7 & 8)


High School: Breakfast 7:45am – 8:00am, Lunch 11:27am-11:57 am, 12:17pm – 12:49pm
