Commas in a Series

Standards: 

L.2.1 Demonstrate command of the conventions of standard English grammar usage when writing or speaking.

Monday: 
Use commas in sentences with a series of nouns

*Display Projectable 20.2. Say, I like to eat corn, peas, and potatoes. Point out that corn, peas, and potatoes are nouns. Explain that writers often list nouns in a series.

*Now explain how to write a series of nouns using commas.

*Tell children that a comma is used after each noun except for the last noun. Point out that a comma comes before the words and.

*Model identifying the correct place to put commas in the example sentences: My turtle eats melon, grapes, and lettuce.
Complete other examples on Projectable 20.2.

*Have students complete page 62 in the practice book.
Tuesday: 
Use commas in a series of single verbs.

*Display projectable 20.6. Say, I like to eat, walk, run, and jump. Point out that eat, walk, run, and jump are verbs. Explain that writers can list verbs in a series. Explain how to write a series of verbs using commas.

*Tell children that a comma is used after each verb except the last verb. Point out that a comma comes before the word and.

*Model identifying the correct place to put commas in this example sentence: The puppy plays, sleeps, and barks.
*Complete other examples on Projectable 20.6 with children.
Students will complete page 66 in the practice book.
Wednesday-
Use commas in sentences with a series of nouns or verbs

*Remind children that sentences can list a series of nouns or a series of verbs.

*Review where to put commas in a sentence that lists a series of nouns or verbs.

*Review the examples and the Thinking Questions from Day 1 and Day 2.

*Write: Pigs, horses, and chickens live in the barn. They eat, drink, and sleep there.

*Point out the uses of commas.
*Students will complete page 71 from the practice book.

Review the use of commas in sentences with a series of nouns or verbs.

*Complete the comma worksheet that I sent to you.
