10. Lesson Procedures:

1) PSSA Coach – 7th grade

Students will receive direct reading instruction, including oral reading practice and classroom discussion, using the PSSA reading Coach, 7th grade in order to help them develop higher-order reading and language competencies.  This direct instruction will occur over a several week period as determined by the individual needs of the group. 

a. Instruction will include: constructed –response questions, learning to read independently, reading critically in all content areas, analyzing and interpreting literature, how to do research.

b. Two practice tests, six passages in total, will be given following the instruction.  This data will be analyzed and specific skills will be noted for review, practice, or remediation.

2) Odyssey Learning – 1st set of lessons

 
Activities will occur in Room 120.

Assignments will be created for each student based on the comprehension skills that require review, practice or remediation.  These assignments will be created for the needs of each individual students based on the PSSA practice tests. Students will proceed through the interactive guided instruction for each skill and will take the quizzes offered for each skill.  Students should receive a score of 80% or better in order to reach proficiency.  

a. If a student is not proficient on a specific comprehension skill following the first quiz session, he or she will receive teacher directed remediation. 

b. Students who are proficient in all skill areas will be able to access teacher created comprehension activities on Study Island in order to continue practicing these comprehension skills.  They will be able to use the game mode as this is an enrichment activity.  They are not usually able to access this mode. 

3) Odyssey Learning p 2nd set of lessons

An assessment will be created on using the test builder portion of Odyssey Learning.  This test will be individually constructed for each studentbased on their need for further remediation based on the data collected during the first set of lessons.  The specific objectives will be selected fromthe comprehension and reading skills offered in test builder.

a. Each student will complete the pre-test.

b. Students will complete the individual learning path created for him/her by the Odyssey program.

c. Each student will complete the post-test.

11. Modifications for Differentiated Instruction:

A. Remediation:


Following the first set of comprehension activities using Compass Learning, students will receive individual, or small group, direct instruction, and teacher/student directed practice, involving specific comprehension skill areas in which they did not reach a proficiency level.

B. Enrichment:



Students who were proficient in all skill areas following the first set of comprehension activities using Compass Learning, will be able to access comprehension skill practice sessions using the game mode of Study Island. The students are not normally allowed to use the game mode of this program. 

12. Student Assessment:


There are 2 sets of practice tests at the end of the PSSA Coach Book.  Each set of practice tests has three passages, three narrative passages and three informational passages in total.   The results of these assessments will determine which topics are covered in the Odyssey Learning Interactive Guided Instruction and follow-up quizzes.


The Odyssey Learning quizzes given for each comprehension skill will be used as an assessment.  


Each student will complete a follow-up pre-test created on Odyssey Learning pertaining to standard 1.3C.  This assessment will lead each student through an independent learning path.  A follow-up post test will then be administered
