Writer’s Workshop
7th Grade Wheel

PURPOSE: The focus of writer’s workshop is to help students grow as writers, especially in the area of text dependent analysis compositions. I will spend most of my time guiding/correcting/influencing student writing in the classroom or over Turnitin.com.
WHAT TO EXPECT: Students should expect several writing assignments many of which will include rough drafts, peer edits, and final revisions. While this is a teacher led course, I strongly encourage students to offer their ideas and occasionally taking a lead in constructing/executing a lesson.
RESOURCES: Turnitin.com and my website will be heavily used. My website will have important documents, handouts, and instructions for students to use in class. Students will use Scholastic SCOPE for teens to become more familiar with reading high interest, grade appropriate, non-fiction pieces.  We have also used short films, field trips, and cross curricular content to engage students in a variety of writing prompts. Each wheel course will operate slightly different than the one before in terms of assignments. 
GRADING: Grading will be based on total points. Deadlines will be posted in my room and on turntin.com. 
HOMEWORK: Most work will be completed in class. There are occasions when the work will need to be completed outside of class (consecutive absences or not using classroom time wisely).
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
