The Board of County Commissioners of Chippewa County, Minnesota, met in regular session on Tuesday, July 7, 2020 at 9:00 a.m. in the Courthouse in Montevideo, Minnesota.  Commissioners present were David Lieser, Jim Dahlvang, David Nordaune, and Jeffrey Lopez.  Commissioner Matt Gilbertson was absent.
Commissioner Nordaune requested any additions or deletions to the agenda.  Auditor/Treasurer/Coordinator (ATC) Michelle May requested to add the USDA Lease Extension to the Consent Agenda and the CARES Election Block Grant to her update.  Commissioner Lieser moved, second by Commissioner Lopez to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

At 10:30 A.M., the Board entered into closed session.  Motion by Commissioner Lopez, second by Commissioner Dahlvang to enter into closed session pursuant to MN Statute 13D.03 for discussion of labor negotiation strategy.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 

Motion by Commissioner Dahlvang, second by Commissioner Lieser to reopen the public meeting at 11:50 A.M. Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

County Sheriff Derek Olson updated the Board on activities in the Sheriff’s Office during the month of June.
Sheriff Olson presented a request to purchase additional Insight Mapping licenses for a total cost of $9,726.00 to be paid from E-911 Funds.  Motion by Commissioner Dahlvang, second by Commissioner Lopez to approve the purchase.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
Emergency Manager Stephanie Weick and ATC May discussed the Coronavirus Relief Funding provided by the federal government to be used for mitigating and responding to COVID-19 public health emergency.  The Board discussed the use of funds for public health and safety and directed Weick and May to gather more information as to how to best allocate the funds. 

ATC May presented a recommendation to promote Billy Buseman from Engineer Tech II to Engineer Tech I and change the pay from grade 6, step 12 to Grade 8, step 8 effective July 1, 2020.  Motion by Commissioner Dahlvang, second by Commissioner Lieser to approve the promotion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 


A recommendation to hire Vonnie Erickson as the Human Resource Specialist at Grade 9, step 1 with vacation accrual starting at 10 hours per month was presented.  Motion by Commissioner Lopez, second by Commissioner Dahlvang to approve the hiring.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 

ATC May presented a CARES Election Block Grant application for grant funds to use towards elections in response to COVID-19.  Motion by Commissioner Dahlvang, second by Commissioner Lieser to approve the grant application resolution.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

The Board and ATC May reviewed and appraised several properties in the tax-forfeiture process to be offered for sale by the County Auditor/Treasurer.  Values were placed on the following properties; these values will serve as the minimum price at the forfeited property sale.
