CONSTITUTION OF THE LAKES HIGH SCHOOL ASSOCIATED STUDENT BODY

Preamble

We, the students of Lakes High School, in order to foster a spirit of cooperation and unity among faculty and students, to encourage a growing respect for elected representatives and for the government they develop, to promote worthwhile school organizations, and to attain a reputation worthy of our ideals, do ordain and establish this Constitution of Lakes High School.

Article I: Name and Purpose

This organization shall be known as the Associated Student Body (ASB) of Lakes High School and shall include all sub-components and affiliated groups.  The purpose of this organization shall be to provide the students of Lakes High School experience in civic affairs through participation in and direction of non-credit student activities, and through the promotion of the welfare of the Student Body and the school.

Article II:  Authority

All powers of the Student Body of Lakes High School are derived from the principal, and may be revoked by him/her at any time.  The Student Body recognizes and will act in compliance with the Washington Administrative Codes and codes established by the State Legislature, the School Board or the School District.  Sanction of this Constitution is dependent upon approval by the Clover Park School District.

Article III:  Membership

Section 1:
There shall be two types of Student Body Membership – Regular and Active.

Section 2:
Upon registration as a student in Lakes High School, the students shall automatically become a Regular member of the Student Body.  A regular member shall be entitled to one vote in Student Body elections, in accordance with registration procedures as specified by the Student Council.  A Regular member shall be entitled to all other privileges not specifically reserved to Active Members.

Section 3:
Upon registration as a student in Lakes High School and purchase of an ASB card, the students shall automatically become an Active member of the Student Body.  An active member shall be entitled to one vote in Student Body elections, as well as ability to be an organizations’ officer. An Active member shall be entitled to all other privileges specifically reserved to Active members.

Section 4:
All ASB Officers shall be elected in accordance with election procedures as established by the Student Council.
Section 5:
A member of the Student Council must have an ASB card, and accumulative grade point average commencing with grade 9 of at least 2.50 (Freshman during their past two semesters), no failing grades during the past two semester grading periods, and no record of suspension from school during the past 12 months to be eligible to run for a Student Council Office.

Section 6:
To maintain membership on Student Council, the elected officers must maintain a 2.50 grade point average throughout his or her term of office.  Upon falling short of these qualifications, the member will receive a four (4) week grace period in which to raise his or her grade.

Section 7: 
A vacancy in an ASB Office, other than the office of the ASB President, shall be filled by special election of the Student Council.  Nominees for the vacated office must be members of the same Class as the outgoing Officer and members of the respective Class Advisory Council.  If the Office of ASB President should be vacated, the ASB Vice-President shall become ASB President for the duration of the term and a new Vice-President shall be elected.

Section 8:
A vacancy in a Class Office, other than the office of Class President, shall be filled by special election of the associated Advisory Council.  Nominees for the vacated office must be members of the Advisory Council.  If the Office of Class President should be vacated, the Class Vice-President shall become Class President for the duration of the term, and a new Vice-President shall be elected.

Section 9:
There shall be additional members of the Student Council.  These positions will consist of non-voting ASB representatives.  These positions shall be applied for and chosen by the ASB Executive Board.
Article IV:  Other Student Body Organizations

Section 1:
Any group of students who are sponsored by a school faculty member may petition the Student Council for permission to form an official organization within the Student Body.  This petition shall be in written form, and shall accompany a copy of the proposed Constitution for that organization. If the petition and Constitution receive at least 2/3 affirmative vote, then, upon administrative approval, may be chartered under the Student Council.

Section 2:
Upon evidence of failure of an organization to adhere to its’ Constitution, the Student Council may place that organization on probation, or may recall its’ charter.  In the event that a charter is recalled, the organization shall be dissolved.

Section 3:
All organizations’ officers must be Active members of the Student Body (ASB cardholders).  All organization members must be regularly enrolled students at Lakes High School.  Organizations shall not be discriminatory in membership, and shall not be restrictive in membership except as subject to rules enacted by the Student Council.  Meetings of organizations must take place on school premises except when permission is granted by the advisor of that organization to meet elsewhere.

Section 4: 
Students shall not be provided materials, supplies, facilities, or personnel at the expense of the school district for the purpose or with the result of raising money unless the school district is reimbursed or paid the cost of materials, supplies, facilities, and personnel used.

Section 5:
ASB funds are not to be raised or expanded as gifts or grants for charitable or scholarship purpose.

Section 6:
Title to property purchased with public moneys by student organizations shall become vested with the school district at the time of acquisition.

Article V:  Bylaws
The Student Council may enact bylaws as they see fit to expedite their operations.  A bylaw may be established or changed by a 2/3 affirmative vote of the Student Council, and is subject to the approval of the individual Class Advisory Councils.  When not inconsistent herein, Roberts’ Rules of Order shall govern the deliberations of all business meetings, and shall be used in the interpretation of the terms stated herein.
