Donald Medenwaldt called the meeting to order at 6:31 PM.

Reed Welsh verified the proper posting of the meeting.

Reed Welsh then presented and update on the WASB Fall Regional (September 30) meeting, Wisconsin Title I School of Recognition, preliminary 2014-2015 third Friday enrollment, RVA Student Services newsletter, NTC Accreditation meeting (September 19), August in-service update, and Global Certificate Update.  

Middle/High principal Ryan Bargender reported on open house (Aug 27), start of school, one act play, Wisconsin Title I School of Recognition award, American Cross Blood Drive (Sept 8), homecoming week (Sept 22 - 27), world dairy expo in Madison (Sept 30), Marawood Conference Leadership Conference (Oct 1), and picture day (Oct 2). 
Elementary principal Gary Gunderson reported on staff and parent handbooks, nutrition lessons, vision/hearing screening (Sept 22 & 23), picture day (Oct 2), and parent/teacher conferences (Oct 8).

Gary Gunderson gave an update on summer school and indicated that the report was submitted as required and officially received 34 FTE’s of which 40% are used for summer school reporting.  That gives the district 14 for the year.  The summer school count is calculated as part of a 3 year average.
Randy Hill presented the maintenance update to include personnel information, training conducted, inspections, projects, and comments.
Reed Welsh then presented the Marathon County Children with Disabilities board highlights held on August 21, 2014. 
Each building principal presented an update on student achievement.  Reed indicated that a number of staff members will be meeting with Marathon County’s Coordinator of data management on September 18th.  Gary Gunderson indicated that they are implementing monthly behavior themes to its Tier 1 PBIS this year, the before/after school program started today, and the schools 2:40 homework/intervention time will focus on math intervention this year.  Ryan Bargender indicated that grade 6-8 MAP testing will begin Sept 23rd, grade 9 ACT testing begins October 6th, and that he completed the OASYS Educator Effectiveness teacher and educational specialist training and is now certified to conduct those evaluations.
Gary Gunderson, Lucas Barth and Reed Welsh presented the Athletic Directors report.  They indicated that football has 35 high school and 20 middle school participants.  Volleyball has 23 high school and 15 middle school participants.  Cross Country (Abbotsford only) has 5 high school and 3 middle school participants.  Swimming has 4 high school and 2 middle school participants.  That is a total of 71 high school (35.5%) and 40 middle school (25.6 %) participants for the fall sports.
