6. Leave Catwell at about 6:15 PM to go to Trapper Creek Elementary School.


7. Arrive at Trapper Creek Elementary at about 8:30 PM (907-733-9541).  Sleep 


at Trapper Creek Elementary (lights out at 10:30 PM)


8. Wake up at 7 AM, clean up, breakfast and concert in the morning (1/13/23).


9. Leave Trapper Creek about 10:30 AM for CMS.

Discipline regulations.
