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What is an acrostic poem?  An acrostic poem uses the letters in a topic word to begin each line.  All of the lines of the poem should relate to the topic word.

Example of an acrostic poem:

Cotton balls that are fluffy,
Low and high,

Often covers the sky,

Unique weather,

Different shapes and

Shades of gray

Directions for assignment:

You will begin by choosing a topic word that relates to your state’s history.  Some examples of topic words could include, but are not limited to the state flower, the state bird, the name of an event that occurred, or the name of a famous person in Georgia. Keep in mind: when choosing a topic word, you should be able to think of many adjectives that describe the word.

Each line should not be one word. Look at the example when you get stuck.
