Course Description:

This class is a study of ceramics through out history focusing on certain civilizations and their products.  This course is for students with a previous years study experience in ceramics.  It will stress advanced technical aspects of clay forming, decoration, glazing, and firing.  This is a hands-on class where we will be creating many projects from hand building, throwing, and sculpture.  This course also covers ceramic history, design elements, design principles, art careers, tools, machinery, kilns, firing, and art vocabulary.  This is a year long class where students have the options of creating works through hand-building, throwing, sculpture or a combination of the three.  Set projects will be laid out but students are free and encouraged to create other works throughout the year.  Teacher selected advanced students will have a choice of creating their own body of work for a semester.  All advanced students are considered privileged members of the Crackpots Ceramics Club.  Activities such as fund raisers, art shows, scholarship contests, and competitions are benefits of being an advanced ceramics student. Students will be required to present a slide show to their class on a professional ceramic artist.  They will work together in small groups to fire a kiln during the year.  Weekly participation in class critiques of students work is expected for student development. Participation is a key to this class, so make sure you are here.  This class is highly impacted and a privilege to be in.  Respect it.  See school rules and policies for other questions.  Let’s have a fun and exciting year.
