DANCE TECHNIQUE I-II

Course Description

At the completion of this course, students will understand and master the skill of “technique” in jazz dance, some modern dance, and various cultural dances (focused at each student’s individual level).  Students will develop their audition and performance skill (in recital setting), and understand the “craft” of dance as a classical form.  Students will also master the use of dance vocabulary in these genres, and gain knowledge of the history of these types of dance.  

Supplies

Students are to have a section in their binder for this class.  They will be given handouts of terms and readings from time to time and must have this section available in their binders.  They will be tested on the terms and handouts given in class.  Your standard pens, pencils, and a highlighter would be appropriate.
