Everyone should be ready to present: May 21st
Directions: Choose a historically relevant film that we did not watch in class and create a 35-40 minute presentation.  Use the following criteria as your checklist for the project:

· Get your film approved and the clips from the film approved.  The film should be related to one of the topics that we talked about in class.  Anyone using inappropriate clips will receive a zero for the project.  

· Brief introduction of the topic of your film.

· Provide any necessary background information for your topic and scenes.

· Compare and contrast the film with at least 2 films from the course.

· 2 or 3 clips from the movie no longer than 15-20 minutes.

· Create an activity, worksheet, or handout for the class.

· Provide the class with a reading/article that is relevant to the event or topic being discussed in your film.  The article should not be a summary or a review of the movie.  Give a summary of the article and your opinion on the article.

· Lead the class in a discussion that includes the main points of the article, the historical significance of your topic, and how this topic relates to present day.  You need at least 7-8 questions.
