IB Mission Statement:  
The International Baccalaureate aims to develop inquiring, knowledgeable and caring young people who help to create a better and more peaceful world through intercultural understanding and respect. To this end the organization works with schools, governments, and international organizations to develop challenging programmes of international education and rigorous assessment. These programmes encourage students across the world to become active, compassionate, and lifelong learners who understand that other people, with their differences, can also be right.

Course Description:
The IB history course is a world history course based on a comparative and multi perspective approach to history. It involves the study of a variety of types of history, including political, economic, social, and cultural, and provides a balance of structure and flexibility and promotes international mindedness through the study of history from more than one region of the World.  The course emphasizes the importance of encouraging students to think historically and to develop historical skills as well as gaining factual knowledge. It puts weight on developing the skills of critical thinking, and on developing an understanding of multiple interpretations of history. In this way, the course involves a challenging and demanding critical exploration of the past.

Class Expectations:
· Be Respectful of your instructor, your peers, yourself, the classroom, all guests, and topics discussed.
· With respect, the classroom atmosphere will always be conducive to learning.

· Be On Time! Students are expected to be in their seats, ready to begin class, when the bell rings.  All materials needed for class should be out and ready for use.  Any student who is not in the classroom when the bell rings will be sent to Late Class. 
· Be Prepared for every class. This includes bringing books, notebooks, pens, pencils, completed homework, and any other assignments to class. 
· Be Involved in the class. Engaging in the class will create an atmosphere of cooperative teaching. All students are expected to participate in all class discussions and assignments.  Any student, who is sleeping or has his /her head on the desk, cannot be involved in the class.
· Be Responsible. This includes asking the instructor for help as needed, making up all missed work in the allotted amount of time, having academic integrity and adhering to all school and county rules and/or regulations.
The Academic Honesty Policy forbids the following: 
· Cheating. Examples of cheating include, but are not limited to: 
· Copying another person’s work. 
· Allowing another person to copy your work. 
· Using unauthorized notes, aids or written material in any form during a test. 
· Unauthorized use of technological devices (cell phones, calculators, cameras, mp3 players/recorders, etc.) when taking an assessment. 
· Talking; copying from another person’s paper; giving or receiving information by signs, gestures, or deception during any type of assessment. 
· Sharing test questions/content with students taking the same assessment at a later time and/or date. 
· Plagiarism. Examples of plagiarism include but are not limited to: 
· Presenting someone else’s work as your own including the copying of language, structure, programming, computer code, ideas, and/or thoughts of another without proper citation or acknowledgment. 
· Copying word for word, without using quotation marks or giving credit to the source of the material. 
· Failure to use proper documentation and bibliography. 
· Having someone else do the assignments which are then submitted as one’s own work. 
· Falsification/Lying. Examples of falsification/lying include but are not limited to: 
· Knowingly making an untrue statement verbally or in writing with the intent to deceive. 
· Creating false or misleading impressions. 
· Forgery of signatures.
Cheating, facilitating cheating, plagiarism or falsification/lying are not consistent with principled behavior and will not be tolerated. Teachers are expected to communicate to students’ which assignments are to be completed without assistance. Teachers will also communicate to students on which assignments they may collaborate, and the extent of collaboration that may take place. 
Consequences 
Violations of the Academic Honesty Policy accumulate throughout the student’s high school career. 
Possible consequences for violation of the Academic Honesty Policy: 
· The teacher will notify the student’s administrator and counselor for information purposes. 
· The teacher will contact the student’s parent or guardian regarding the violation. 
· The student will forfeit credit for the work 
· A conference will be held that includes the student’s administrator, the teacher, the counselor, the parent, and the student.  Consequences for the initial and any additional violations of the Academic Honesty Policy will be discussed during this meeting. This could include expulsion from the IBDP at Jacksonville High School.
· If the student is a member of any honor society, the administrator will notify the sponsor of the society of the violation.  The honor society will decide consequences for the member according to the by-laws of the society. 

Materials:  
You will need a binder (at least 1.5 inches) with three rings, notebook paper, dividers, and pen or pencil.  You are expected to keep an organized binder with handouts, graded assignments, and tests all year long. 

Attendance and Tardies:  

Class time is important and should not be wasted.  I will not allow you to leave class unless it is an emergency, or you need to go to the bathroom. If you need to leave class to go to the bathroom, please wait until instruction is complete. Remember you are only allowed 10 absences for this course, and you must be in the class for 90% of the class to be counted present.
Being on time to class is an essential component of learning at Jacksonville High School.  We want all our students to value instructional time and will take measures to protect that time. All classroom doors will be closed as the tardy bell rings. Students not in their assigned rooms will be sent to Late Class for that class period. 

Grading:  

In class grades will be calculated on a point system, and a final average will be determined by dividing the total number of points earned in the six weeks by the total number of points possible.  Unit tests will generally be worth 100 points, reading quizzes 10 pts, and homework 10-20 points, etc.  Essays will be graded based on an IB rubric that will be provided to you before the test.  Inevitably, discrepancies sometimes occur concerning grades. For this reason, I encourage you to save all graded assignments you receive.  If my recorded grade and your records differ, you will be able to prove your case. 
Onslow County Schools will operate on a 10-point scale.  Under the new scale grades and grade point average calculations will be applied as follows:


A:  90-100 


B:  80-89 


C:  70-79 


D:  60-69 


F:  < 59 
IB marks are based on a 1-7 scale, calculated by a student’s score on each of the individual parts of the IB History exam.  In class students will be graded based on criteria and mark schemes the IB provides to prepare them for the quality and rigor IB expects. 
Make-Up Policy:

It is the student’s responsibility to make-up all missed work!  Upon returning to school following an absence, the student should check with me for all missed assignments. Students should also check their emails every day for important reminders, announcements, and missing work.  Make-up tests or quizzes can be scheduled after school.  Students have 3 days to complete missing assignments.  The teacher will NOT track students down for missing make-up work.

The IB History Exam:
**You will take this on May 10 and 11 2023.  It will cover both years of IB History. 
· Paper I:  a document-based paper on a 20th century topic (Rights and Protest).  This paper counts as 20% of your final 1-7 mark.
· Paper II:  an essay paper on the world history topics we will study.  You will answer TWO essays, based on topics studied senior year. This paper counts as 25% of your final mark.
· Paper III:  another essay paper, but only on the Americas.  Most of the essays in Paper III will be from your junior year.  You will choose any THREE questions, from a possible 36 questions.  This paper counts as 35% of your final mark.

· Internal Assessment:  a historical investigation.  It counts as 20% of your final mark.
**All students that do not have a 90 or above in the course will be required to take a midterm and/or a final exam that will be counted towards their final average for the course this year.
