Key Questions and Terms

Ch. 20.1 Notes: Marriage and the Family & Children and Education, pp. 661-671 & pp.686-687
1. Make a chart comparing family life, working patterns, pre-marital sex, childcare, and education of pre-industrial Europe to present-day patterns. (Include discussions about extended families and the “illegitimacy explosion”). Several questions on the test are from this question.
2. Discuss the criticism of education and the new methods offered by Jean-Jacques Rousseau. 

Ch. 20.2 Notes: Food and Medical Practices & Religion and Popular Culture, pp. 672-685

1. Describe the typical diet and nutritional intake of people in early modern Europe. (Include discussion of poor people’s food and differences between social classes)

2. Discuss the link between diet and individual health found in early modern Europe. (Include discussion of scurvy and gout)

3. Describe the medical practices typical to early modern Europe. (Include discussion of faith healers, apothecaries, bloodletting, midwives, and Madame du Coudray)

4. Discuss hospitals, hospital practices, and experimental medicine in early modern Europe. (Include discussion of lunatic and Edward Jenner)

5. Discuss the import and influence of the institutional church in European social life. (Include discussion of “territorial churches” and the fate of the Jesuits)

6. Describe the causes and effects of the Protestant revival of eighteenth century Europe. (Include discussion of Pietism, John Wesley, and Methodism)

7. Describe the practices in Catholicism typical of eighteenth-century Europe. 
8. Describe the practices of leisure and recreation typical to early modern Europe. (Include discussion of Carnival and blood sports)

Ch. 21.1 Notes: Liberty and Equality & The American Revolution &, pp. 691-704
1. Discuss the attitudes and beliefs on liberty and equality, the concepts of classical liberalism, as held by many Europeans and the effects of those attitudes. (Include discussion of sovereignty, bourgeoisie, and representative government)
2. Discuss the causes and origins of the American Revolution. 
3. Describe the achievement of independence by the United States and the role played by the European powers in the American Revolution.
4. Describe the government of the United States established following independence. (Include discussion of checks and balances and classical liberalism)

5. Discuss the impact of the American Revolution upon Europe.

1. Discuss the contrast between the legal social order in France and the existing realities of the social classes. (Include discussion of the Old Order and the bourgeoisie, and descriptions of the three Estates)

2. Discuss the causes and course of the beginning of the popular revolution in France.

3. Describe the formation of the National Assembly and the beginning of the political revolution in France. (Include discussion of the Estates General, abbe Emannuel Joseph Sieyes/What is the Third Estate?, the Tennis Court Oath, and the Great Fear)

4. Describe the reforms and new government of the establishment of the limited constitutional monarchy in France. (Include discussion of the Declaration of the Rights of Man, the “women’s march”, constitutional monarchy, and assignats)

1. Discuss foreign reactions to the French Revolution and the beginning of the wars of the French Revolution. (Include discussion of Edmund Burke, Mary Wollstonecraft, Declaration of Pillnitz, Jacobins)
