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Enrollment, Fees, and Refund Policy

New Refund Policy: All requests for refunds must be made in writing (email accepted). Refund of fees
will only be given if requested at least 72-hours before the first scheduled class meeting. There is a $25
service fee for cancellations. No refunds will be granted after class start date. A complete refund (no processing
fee) will always be made if AAE cancels a class. Please choose your classes carefully.

Enrollment: All persons 18 years of age
or older may enroll in adult education
classes with no residency restrictions.

Fees: Fees are based on a minimum
number of enrolled students. Fee-based
classes may be canceled, hours reduced,
or fees increased if minimum enrollments
are not achieved.
