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Gifted and Talented Parent Communication

We are beginning the nomination process to screen for Gifted and Talented identification for the 2022-2023 school year. The current district services include Honors Math and Humanities (ELA) at the middle school.

All students currently in Gifted and Talented programs during the 2021-2022 school year will remain in the program for the 2022-2023 school year, if they have maintained a C or better grade average. This includes fifth (5th) grade ACE students moving to Humanities and fifth (5th) grade AIM students moving to Honors Math at Fisher Middle School (next year’s 6th grade students). 


Parents can recommend screening their son/daughter for the 2022-2023 school year honors math and/or humanities program by submitting a recommendation through Google Forms by Friday, May 27, 2022. Screening assessments will be administered in June 2022.

The Humanities program screening criteria will reflect a Writing prompt and one Reading Assessment. The grade level language arts benchmarks will be included in the screening criteria.

The Honors Math program screening criteria will be composed of assessments on math a grade level benchmark assessment, problem solving assessment, and reasoning assessment.

The Humanities and Honors Math program anticipates a start at the opening of the 2022-2023 school year.  Parents will receive notification about their child’s status during July 2022.
