The DP and college credit

e Completing and testing in DP courses can
provide your child with college credit!

o In Colorado, students who complete the IB
Diploma are guaranteed at least 24 credits.

o LHS students typically earn at least 30, a few
have earned up to 60.
o LHS website has equivalency scores
