Conference Call Meeting Notes

The Assessments/Evaluations Committee met by conference call on Friday, February 17, at 3:30 pm.

The agenda items included:

1. Feedback on findings since the Advisory Committee meeting.

The following information was discussed:
· Becky Butler provided an update regarding the ETS pilot testing in Kanawha County.  Although the school had sprinkler problems, the pilot went well.  Becky had suggestions about procedures to ready the school infrastructure, what to do the day before the exam, observing students during the exam and obtaining feedback from students after the exam.

· Kanawha will participate in a second pilot test and will schedule more students to participate.

· ETS provided an online demo and presentation regarding the samples of the ETS ICT Literacy Assessment.  This included the explanation for development, scoring, reporting, and alignment with standards.
· Brenda West shared information regarding online testing in North Carolina indicating that they had moved their paper exam for 8th grade technology literacy to online testing serving approximately 90,000 students.

· This brought up another discussion of meeting requirements for 8th grade technology literacy (as cited in NCLB), implementing ICT Literacy Assessment and 21st Century Skills Assessment.  However it is structured, it must be aligned with the new format for the Content Standards and Objectives, Learning Skills and Technology Tools.

· Information Literacy Standards were also discussed.

· The Assessment Office provided information and dates for the statewide assessments and updates regarding conversations with the United Kingdom and their ICT literacy assessment.
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
