(Grabber) Instead of teaching a class, imagine a

teacher talking on the phone in lieu of instruction. (Concept) An entire class is relying on that individual to lead a classroom full of students to further their education. How can kids benefit from having someone in charge that is overly distracted to the point of disrupting what needs to happen? (Transition) In The Odyssey by Homer, Odysseus is also distracted. (Grabber) Selfishness is a quality that most individuals loathe. (Concept) Being selfish causes people to only see the benefits in what a person wants to do, rather than view what’s best for those around that human being. Now imagine having a leader that is constantly thinking about his needs over that of a crew. No one can benefit from this type of person in a role of leadership. (Transition) In The Odyssey by Homer, Odysseus does just that. (Thesis) Odysseus is a bad leader because he is continually thinking about his own desires.
