Are you concerned that your child may be experiencing difficulties or 
delays with talking, play skills, problem solving skills or making their 
needs known? 
If so, you and your child (3-5 years old) are encouraged to participate in a Circle of 
Friends screening. While meeting the staff to discuss your concerns or ask 
questions regarding your child’s development, your child will take part in informal 
play activities that include songs and motor activities. 
The preschool team includes the Supervisor of Special Education, Preschool Special 
Education Teachers, Speech/Language Pathologist, Occupational Therapist, 
Physical Therapist and School Social Worker.
