· I can do what my teacher tells me to do in Italian.

· I can say hello and good-bye in Italian.

· I can say my name in Italian.

· I can say how I feel in Italian.

· I can sing a song in Italian.

In the next few months students will continue working in the “All About Me” unit. We will be concentrating on the following “I can” statements:

· I know my colors in Italian.

· I can count from 0- 30 in Italian.

· I can name common pets in Italian.

· I can describe animals by size.

· I can say how old I am in Italian.

· I can say what I like and dislike.

· I can sing a song in Italian.
The first set of “I can” statements will be continually reinforced as we progress forward with our new “I can” statements. 
In order to support your children with their learning, I encourage you to review any of the “I can” statements mentioned previously. This is not mandatory, but can be helpful in the language acquisition process. At this point in time there is not a need for perfect pronunciation. Instead students are focusing on vocabulary building. Learning a second language at a young age should be fun and not stressful. Through games, songs, and educational play students stay interested and want to learn more.
