Bibliography

It is extremely important for any research project or paper to give credit to your sources.  ALL sources must be included, even if you used them for one small fact.  If you copy text word for word, then you MUST put it in between quotation marks, and follow with a reference to the work.  Otherwise, you are plagiarizing, which will result in a 0 (and a failing grade for a college class).

As Mrs. Waskow said (and Señora Barron re-iterated) ALL the information you need is on the library website.  In fact, here is the URL:
